Dominican reflection for the readings of Sunday October 10, 2021 

 Jesus mercifully reassured the apostles after the real-life parable of The Rich Young Man: “… 
there is no one who has left house, brothers, sisters, father, children or land for my sake and for the 
sake of the gospel who will not be repaid a hundred times over…”  He even went further, to what their 
next question would have been. “… now, in this present time and, in the world to come, eternal life.”  
Phew! That was a relief!  But then . . . the ‘fly in the ointment’ “… - not without persecutions…” 

 They would be repaid for their sacrifices. They would be repaid here in this life! Even so, their lives 
would have trials. They would not want for comforts… but there was also work ahead. Challenging work. 
But ‘worthy’ work – exciting and groundbreaking work. Through thick and thin (well, most of the ‘thin’ 
times), those closest to Christ believed in him and stuck with him. Even after his death, (Resurrection, 
and Ascension), they would prove themselves worthy of the consolations of Christ, over and over. 

 Do, do we prove ourselves worthy over, and over? Do I? How can we – how can I when there is a ball 
game playing on Sunday; how can I when my child wants to join the after-school club that conflicts with 
Catechism? How can I when fitting the new outfit into my closet will be quite a challenge and I must buy 
it with the only money I have set aside for anything – the money I was going to toss into the basket on 
Sunday? How can I? I am not like the rich young man! Am I . . .?

The Missionary Image of Our Lady of Guadalupe 
(maintained by Dan Lynch Apostolates) is one of 
only four images in the world commissioned by the 
Basilica Shrine of Our Lady of Guadalupe in 
Mexico City to journey as Missionary Images in the 
New Evangelization to bring conversions, a Culture 
of Life and Civilization of Love, for which St. John 
Paul II prayed. Digitally made in October 2000, 
they were certified by Norberto Cardinal Rivera 
Carrera, Archbishop Primate of Mexico as “exact 
full-size replicas" of the miraculous image on the 
Tilma of Blessed Juan Diego

México para viajar como Imágenes Misioneras en la 
Nueva Evangelización para traer conversiones, una 
Cultura de Vida y Civilización del Amor, por la 
cual oró San Juan Pablo II. Hechos digitalmente en 
octubre de 2000, fueron certificados por el Cardenal 
Norberto Rivera Carrera, Arzobispo Primado de 
México como "réplicas exactas a tamaño real" de la 
imagen milagrosa en la Tilma del Beato Juan Diego.
