A Reflection on the Holy Family 

When we make references to the Holy Family, we mean Mary, Joseph, and Jesus. Shouldn’t our own families 
also be holy? We are called to holiness all of the time, not only on Sundays or Holy Days, but every day. We spend the 
bulk of our time with our family members and friends, and during every bit of that time, we are called to be holy. It 
certainly isn’t easy, but none-the-less, this call is constant and valid. 

We could think that both Mary and Jesus had a leg up, since they are both perfect human beings. They did not suffer 
from concupiscence, the tendency to sin, like we do. But, Joseph, was not born without sin. He is just like us, in every 
possible way.
