Devotions, Explained! Epiphany Blessing

Epiphany Blessing, Explained The Epiphany household bless-
ing is a centuries-old tradition that invokes God’s blessing on
all who enter one’s home.

All you need for an Epiphany blessing is chalk, which is usual-
ly made available by parishes either on the feast of the Epipha-
ny or in the weeks leading up to it. There are a few different
formulas for blessings out there, but the essence of the ritual is
always the same: a priest or the head of the household calls
down God’s blessing on the house and everyone who comes
into it, and an inscription is made above the door in chalk.

The inscription reads: the first two digits of the year + C + M +
B + the last two digits of the year. The initials C, M and B rep-
resent the names of the magi — Caspar, Melchior and Bal-
thasar — and also signify the Latin phrase Christus mansionem
benedicat: “May Christ bless the house.” ©LPi

Bendicion de la Epifania, Explicada La bendicion del hogar de
la Epifania es una tradicion centenaria que invoca la bendicion
de Dios sobre todos los que entran en nuestra casa.

Todo lo que se necesita para una bendicion de la Epifania es
tiza, que generalmente esta disponible en las parroquias en la
fiesta de la Epifania o en las semanas previas a ella. Existen
algunas formulas diferentes para las bendiciones, pero la esen-
cia del ritual es siempre la misma: un sacerdote o la cabeza de
familia invoca la bendicion de Dios sobre la casa y todos los
que entran en ella, y se hace una inscripcion sobre la puerta con
tiza.

La inscripcion dice: los dos primeros digitos del afio + C + M +
B + los dos ultimos digitos del afio. Las iniciales C, M y B rep-
resentan los nombres de los reyes magos: Gaspar, Melchor y
Baltasar, y también significan la frase latina Christus man-
sionem benedicat: "Que Cristo bendiga la casa". ©LPi




GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER
UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

January 5, 202 - The Epiphany of the Lord
Matthew 2:1-12

Have you ever wondered why the magi had gold, frank-
incense, and myrrh? Matthew’s Gospel tells us, “Then
they opened their treasures and offered him gifts of gold,
frankincense, and myrrh” (Matt. 2:11). Why are these
things their “treasures”? One possible answer is they
were magicians and astrologers, and these three items
were the tools of their questionable trade. In offering
them to Christ, they demonstrate that they will cease us-
ing such items to predict or control life. They place this
baby-king, the God of Israel, at the center of their lives,
and not their own devices of control, manipulation and
prediction.

Isn’t that what we need to do, too? Consider, for exam-
ple, the magical power of money, symbolized by the
magi’s gold. Seemingly whatever we ask of money, it
does. It wields a god-like power over the world. It can
predict the future by guaranteeing better outcomes for us
— which is why it is such a tempting alternative to trust-
ing in God. The problem is such absolute trust in money
enslaves us to the economic forces that make money so
powerful. In paying homage to Jesus with “gold” (i.e.,
tithing), we participate in his authority over (and there-
fore freedom from) the magical sway of money.

What things in your life do you use to predict or control
your future? What in your life seems to give you power
over the world? Those are your treasures. Are you tired
of feeling enslaved to them? Find a way to open them
and give them to Christ, and you will be freer.
