From the Pastor’s Desk
Dear Friends in Christ,

“If I am not doing the works of my Father, then do not believe me.”

Those are profound words among the many profound words of Christ.

In other words, talking about God is not enough. But look to my works.

This is the greatest challenge to every preacher and every professor of theology — and on this
World Day of Prayer for Vocations, every future priest or religious brother or sister. As well, it is your
vocation as a Christian lay person. We Christians can talk about the Christian message as if it could be
written on a piece of paper.

But the Word was made flesh, not ink. The Word must be lived.

St. Paul wrote: “"You are a letter from Christ delivered by us, written not with ink but with the Spirit
of the Living God, not on tablets of stone, but on tablets of the human heart.”

The word Orthodoxy means right teaching. But to that orthodoxy we must have orthopraxis, that is
right action. Our words must become flesh.

What good is it, St. James said, "if someone claims to have faith but has no deeds? Can such faith
save him? Suppose a brother or sister is without clothes and daily food: if one of you says to him, ‘Go, |
wish you well; keep warm and well fed,” but does nothing about his physical needs, what good is it? In
the same way, faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead.”

St. Bede wrote these words which get to the point: “Our Lord first did a thing, then taught it; as it is
said, Jesus began both to do and to teach.”

St. Bede was right and reality comes before thinking. Meister Eckhart said, “When St. Paul spoke a
great deal to our Lord, and our Lord to him, this availed him nothing till he abandoned his will and said,
'Lord, what do you want me to do?"”

Then our Lord knew well what he should do. So too, when the angel appeared to Our Lady: noth-
ing that she or he said to one another could have made her the Mother of God, but as soon as she
gave up her will, at once she became a true mother of the eternal Word and conceived God straight
away: he became her natural son.”

As we continue our Easter celebration, | remind you to look to your works. Don’t simply speak of
things. You must be about living the faith.
