FAITH FORMATION

SYNOD GATHERING: The Catholic Church is in the
first phase of a Synod — “For a synodal church: communion,
participation and mission.” If the title is more than you care
to know or if this is the first time you are hearing of it, you
are probably not alone!

Our honest answers
may lead our Church to holy and sometimes difficult con-
version.
