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Our Prophetic Call to
Witness the Lord

We are all successors to Jeremiah and

to the Apostles, whose vocation was to
share Christ’s message with the world.

For Jeremiah, God is real and present,

not detached from what he is experiencing.
God is also very personal, a friend to whom
he can even voice anger and disappointment; but also, a
trusted friend, upon whom he can rely — and so can we.

Jeremiah’s reassurance that God would stand with him and
strengthen him in his trials is echoed in our Gospel. Jesus,
like a loving parent, reassures His disciples that God will
stand with them in what will be a difficult discipleship.

Jesus warns that being a Christian will cost sacrifice and
suffering. We are bound to face opposition from a world
that does not gladly submit to the Word of God, that makes
so many demands on human nature. But there is real
satisfaction, too, in standing up for the truth of things.

Prophetic people have the happiness of working with the
Lord, who is the ultimate truth on whom we all depend. The
mystery of God’s call to us and of our response to him is
that he is always there for us. “I am at your side; you are my
friends,” said Jesus, even to disciples who sometimes lose
the way.

Disciples will not have it easy. Like Jeremiah we will have
crises of faith as we face the evils of our world. Jesus
assures us that, until the final reckoning, God is with us and
knows us more intimately than any human.

For the crucifix tells us how much God cares for each and
every one of us, and likewise shows us the length, the
breadth, the height and depth to which He went to
demonstrate His love for us. It is in that crucifix that you
and I can recognize our true worth and the value that we
have in the eyes of God.
