God’s Patience

"Let the wheat and the weeds grow
together till the harvest time.” God gives
all of us sinners ample time to repent
and change our lives. God calmly
recognizes that there is evil in the world,

but He sees that evil as no excuse for the

good people not to do good with the power

of God. The Bible tries to teach the need for tolerance,
patience and the acceptance of God's judgment.

We should not be discouraged because of the “weeds” in the
Church: Why does God permit evil to triumph so often in
this world? Why are the wicked allowed to prosper? The
triumph and prosperity of the wicked are short-lived,
whereas the reward of the Christian who suffers is
everlasting. God uses the very wickedness and injustices of
evildoers to perfect His elect.

1. Each one of us is a combination of wheat and weeds. In
each of us there are elements of the Kingdom of God and
elements that are deeply opposed to it.

2. The time for judgment is not yet come because the
Kingdom of God is still in the growing stage. Now is
the time to expect conversion, because with the help of
God’s grace sinners can change.

3. Another reason we should avoid judgment is that we
cannot draw a line which would neatly separate the good
from the bad because everyone is a mixture of good
and evil.

God is so merciful that He allows evil to exist in order that
what is good may grow. He allows evil to exist because He
can turn it into good. Through the power of the Holy Spirit,
God can change even the ugliest thorn into a blossom of
Faith. In God's field we have two responsibilities: to grow
in grace and to share His Word and love with others.

This week, July 30-31, we will have our annual collection for
disaster relief. This year, ten percent of the collection will go
to aid the Food for the Hungry program in the Ngaremara
Catholic Mission in Kenya.

Ngaremara Catholic Mission is in the Apostolic Vicariate of
Isiolo in Northen Kenya. Ngaremara Mission is situated in a
semi-arid land type. The mission is surrounded by Samburu
National Park. We, the Claretian Missionaries, have been
running this mission since 2009.

This year, this area has experienced a severe drought. Isiolo
is one of the 3 most affected counties. For the last three years,
the rainfall was so low that it has affected the availability of
food for the pastoralist tribes since they don’t cultivate
themselves and have to depend on others who produce

the grains.

The Kenyan Catholic Conference of Bishops expressed at the
beginning of this year that around 1.4 million Kenyans are
experiencing severe drought in the arid and semi-arid areas.
As pastoral agents, we directly see the difficulties and
sufferings that our Christian community is undergoing due to
lack of food. Hunger is a reality here in our mission and even
if they receive a little food, they have to satisfy themselves
with just one meal a day. This is our earnest appeal to all the
people of God to please consider the dire need of our people
and to please donate so that we can ease the hunger of our
people. We hope that your selfless contributions will
certainly bring smiles to our children and to the elderly who
are suffering due to severe drought. May God bless all your
endeavors in realizing the values of God’s Kingdom.
