Understanding

of Salvation

Brought hy Jesus

We know that the religion of Judaism and
Christianity are not one and the same,
although Christianity emanated from
Judaism. Jesus was a Jew. The Apostles and
most of the disciples in the beginning were Jews. We use
their scripture as the Old Testament. Most of their feasts like
Passover, Pentecost, and Sabbath we celebrate with Christian
meaning. According to Jewish faith, Yahweh and man
entered into a covenant. As per the covenant, if the Jews just
obeyed the laws and followed all the rituals, taught by the
Pharisees, even without having any love for God, they would
receive salvation.

This was the religion and spirituality taught by the Pharisees
and other teachers of the law. According to them, Yahweh
should grant them salvation, seeing their fulfillment of the
law and rituals. Those who obey the rules merit salvation and
Yahweh cannot deny them their salvation. It is their right to
receive salvation.

Jesus always objected to this position and this religion of
Judaism, and he tried to explain to them why He objected. He
always said and preached that God is the merciful Father. No
one has any claim on salvation based on one’s own merit and
right. Salvation is the free gift of God and He grants it to
those whom He wishes. That’s why in our religion we have
forgiveness and mercy. God in his mercy grants salvation to
us. St. Paul was giving the example of Abraham to prove his
point. He said, “Abraham was saved not because of his
circumcision, demanded by the law, but because of his faith
and good works.” St. Paul, encouraged the Christians to grow
in faith and good works to satisfy God, and not to demand
salvation, as their birthright.
