PALM SUNDAY OF THE PASSION OF THE LORD

Entering The Holy Week
Palm Sunday invites us to accept and
declare Jesus Christ as our Savior.
Passion Sunday invites us to cry and
mourn for our sins, which led Jesus to
crucifixion and death. It is on Palm
Sunday that we enter Holy Week and

welcome Jesus into our lives.

Jesus is stating that He is the Messiah for the humble and the
destitute, for the outcast, the sick and the poor. Let us glorify
God the Father for giving us a great Redeemer.

Let the palms remind us that Christ is the King of our
families and the King of our hearts. It is only when we bring
Jesus Christ closer to our lives, will we find true peace and
happiness in our confused and complex world.

Proper participation in the Holy Week liturgy will also
deepen our relationship with God and increase our faith.
There is a Jewish saying, “Heaven rejoices over a repentant
sinner and sheds tears over a non-repentant and hard-
hearted sinner”.

On Palm Sunday, Jesus, the true Paschal Lamb, was taken to
the temple in a large procession. People were shouting and
singing Hosanna, which means, “God, save the king of Israel.
As we begin this holiest of the weeks, of our calendar, we
cannot be satisfied with waving palms.

To understand who Jesus is, we have to stand under the cross.
To recognize how much God loves us, we have to join Him
on the cross. Let us spend this week with Jesus meditating on
His Passion.
