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LLA MORTIFICACION INTERIOR
AUTOR: REBECA REYNAUD

La mortificacion interior se encamina a poner orden en las facultades del alma y en los sentidos inter-
nos, de modo que se busque sélo agradar al Sefior. Hemos de esforzarnos por ordenar a Dios la inteli-
gencia y la voluntad, la memoria y la imaginacion, los afectos... Dios nos dice: “Piensa en mi”.

El habito de la mortificacidn interior se logra a base de repetir muchos actos concretos de abnegacion,
bajo el impulso de la gracia. Muchas son las manifestaciones de este ejercicio ascético. San Josemaria
Escriva recogid algunas en Camino: “Esa palabra acertada, el chiste que no salié de tu boca; la sonrisa
amable para quien te molesta; aquel silencio ante la acusacién injusta; tu bondadosa conversacidon con
los cargantes y los inoportunos; el pasar por alto cada dia, a las personas que conviven contigo, un de-
talle y otro fastidiosos e impertinentes... Esto, con perseverancia, si que es sélida mortificacion inte-
rior.” (Camino, n. 173).

La memoria es un gran bien pero hay que purificarla. En ella almacenamos experiencias pasadas y a ve-
ces, por una desviacion, el hombre tiende a cerrarse sobre si mismo en lugar de abrirse al Creador. La
memoria guarda sucesos que hacen referencia al propio yo y que pueden ser un estorbo para la unién
con Dios. “Yo quisiera —escribe el Doctor mistico— que quieren desear tener vida interior entiendan
de una vez por todas cuantos danos les causan los demonios en el amor por medio de la memoria (...),
cuantas tristezas y aflicciones y gozos vanos les hacen tener (...) y cuantas impurezas les dejan arraiga-
das en el espiritu. Ademas, suele distraer del verdadero recogimiento, que consiste en poner toda el
alma, segun sus potencias, en el Unico Bien...”[1].

En la memoria, si no la purificamos, tendemos a conservar los agravios, los éxitos y los fracasos, los
desaires y humillaciones, y toda una serie de recuerdos que nos impiden el didlogo con Dios. Hay que
limpiarla de todo lo que no nos lleve a Dios. Hay que llenarnos de Dios, endiosarnos. Nos toca refrenar
la lengua. “Si alguno se considera hombre piadoso, pero no refrena su lengua, engafiando de ese modo
a su corazon, su religiosidad es vana” afirma el Apdstol Santiago (lacob 1, 26). Y San Juan Crisdstomo
explica que “la lengua es un regio corcel. Si le pones freno, si le ensefias a caminar a buen paso, sobre
ella montara y se sentara el rey; pero si la dejas que corra sin freno y que retoce a su placer, entonces
se convierte en vehiculo del diablo y los demonios” (In Matthaeum homiliae, 51, 5).

Hay que respetar a los demas, buscar lo que une, no lo que desune. Ademas, hay que suspender el pro-
pio juicio cuando no nos toque juzgar. Existe una curiosidad sana, un deseo recto de conocer mas pro-
fundamente la realidad (Santo Tomas la llama estudiosidad). Pero hay otra curiosidad que requiere la
purificacion de la inteligencia; la curiosidad no ordenada lleva a la disipacion de la mente. Lleva a leer
cualquier libro, a asistir a cualquier espectaculo, a abrir cualquier pagina de internet. Mortificar el oido
para no escuchar de mas o de menos. Para rendir el propio juicio resulta imprescindible aprender a es-
cuchar y esforzarse por captar las razones que nos dan. La disposicidon a rectificar el propio juicio es ne-
cesario para aprender a obedecer como Cristo.

Con las mismas circunstancias, con las mismas dificultades hay gente que es santa y gente que no. Ahi
tenemos el ejemplo de los dos ladrones junto a la Cruz de Cristo. Pilar Urbano lo explica asi: Estas dos
cruces, a derecha e izquierda, son la imagen mas expresiva de la Igualdad de oportunidades. La misma
cercania, la misma intimidad, el mismo tormento, la misma percepcién de la figura sufriente de Cristo.
Pero cada hombre es cada hombre y hace su real gana en el envite de la libertad” ( La Madre del ajusti-
ciado, p. 43). Y continda: “El corazén de Cristo, propicio a dejarse ganar por una brizna de afecto.

Una mirada comprensiva, un gesto amable, una palabra que no sea de escarnio, cualquier menudo
consuelo bastaria. Es la hora de los buenos oportunistas. Es la hora de desvalijar a Cristo que quiere ser
expoliado. jQuiere! Y va a ser Dimas, bandolero y ladrén, quien aproveche la coyuntura. Avispado, rapi-
do, va a emplearse a fondo con la destreza de su oficio (...). Sera el primer cristiano que entre en la glo-
ria. El Unico hombre en el mundo canonizado en vivo y por el propio Jesucristo: Hoy estaras conmigo
en el paraiso (Lucas 23,42).” (p. 41).

Y continda:
“Siempre habra cruces criminales y cruces de martirio.
Siempre habra cruces de blasfemia y cruces de paraiso.

Se puede llegar a la cruz —a cualquier cruz— como un canalla y morir en ella como un santo. Un ins-
tante de contricidn borra toda una vida de depravacion” (op. cit. p. 43).

No es malo que existan obstaculos, sino que les demos demasiada importancia. Decia San Josemaria
Escriva: “Mirad que el Sefior suspira por conducirnos a pasos maravillosos, divinos y humanos, que se
traducen en una abnegacion feliz, de alegria con dolor, de olvido de si mismo. Si alguno quiere venir en
pos de mi, niéguese a si mismo. Un consejo que hemos escuchado todos. Hemos de decidirnos a se-
guirlo de verdad: que el Seinor pueda servirse de nosotros para que, metidos en todas las encrucijadas
del mundo —estando nosotros metidos en Dios—, seamos sal, levadura, luz. Tu, en Dios, para iluminar,
para dar sabor, para acrecentar, para fermentar.

Pero no me olvides que no creamos nosotros esa luz: Unicamente la reflejamos. No somos nosotros los
gue salvamos las almas, empujandolas a obrar el bien: somos tan sélo un instrumento, mas o menos
digno, para los designios salvadores de Dios. Si alguna vez pensasemos que el bien que hacemos es
obra nuestra, volveria la soberbia, aun mas retorcida; la sal perderia el sabor, la levadura se pudriria, la
luz se convertiria en tinieblas”. (Amigos de Dios, 250).

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A Vow OF STABILITY: A CALL TO COMMITMENT IN AN AGE OF CHOICE

Recently, while traveling for business, | was tired after a long day and so began scrolling through the channels on the ho-
tel television. Because there was next to nothing worth watching on the hundreds of channels available, | finally settled
on a mildly interesting house hunting show. If you haven’t seen this kind of show, the basic premise is that couples from
different walks of life set out looking for the perfect home with a limited budget (which is hardly ever respected) and
must choose between several options, each with its own drawbacks and benefits.Inevitably, the protagonists end up glee-
fully choosing the home that grossly exceeds their budget because it offers the least number of compromises. | always
wonder how giddy they are after a few mortgage payments.

My point here is not to discuss the merits of house hunting TV shows. But it did occur to me that house hunting is very
much a metaphor for the modern lifestyle that sees nearly everything in terms of a choice between competing options.

THE RELIGION OF CHOICE

In nearly every aspect of modern existence, we have a smorgasbord, a veritably unlimited menu, of options from which to
choose—everything from what we wear, to what we eat, to where we live, to where and how and what we worship.

We have more options to choose from than any other people group at any other time in the history of humanity. And this
fact defines our way of life. Consciously or unconsciously, we are little more than consumers in an vast mall of choices.
Shopping is the religion of modernity.

At first glance, this nearly unlimited choice should guarantee our happiness. It should be a tremendous boon. After all, if
at any point we are ever unhappy, we need simply reexamine the menu of choices and choose the option that will meet
our needs. This is the promise of consumerism. This is the fundamental dogma of the religion of autonomy and self-
actualization. The better option, the right option for you, is just around the corner. It is just another choice away.

THE PARADOX OF CHOICE

The truth is quite the opposite in reality. For the paradox of choice is that it always leaves us unhappy. The more choices
we have, the more dissatisfied we become. And so if we are unhappy, it must be our own fault. We must simply have cho-
sen the wrong option and need only return again to the metaphorical marketplace and find the one that’s right for us.

So we sell the house that has a kitchen that is too small or a yard that is too cramped. We switch jobs if we don’t like our
boss or find the work monotonous. And taken even further, we divorce the wife who no longer measures up (I recently
saw a sign advertising cheap divorce, a product like anything else). There is always a better option, we are told. We just
have to find it.

Consumerism then becomes an itch that must be scratched. It is a canker that is never soothed. It steals any real happi-
ness from us so it can be sold back to us—at a profit, of course.

COMMITMENT AND LOVE

But there is a deeper problem with the culture of choice: It creates a climate that makes it nearly impossible for authentic
love to grow. Because we never commit to anything, we never learn to love anything. For love always involves sacrifice. It
will always hurt and cost us in one way or another. And by love, | do not mean spousal love necessarily, though this is of
course involved. | mean love for a vocation, for a family, for a place, for a community, or even for a home.

As consumers catechized by our culture to believe unhappiness can be solved by shopping, we are always running away
from discomfort in search of the mythical better choice. We are constantly fleeing the pain that comes with investing our-
selves in places or things. And so we never learn to love and never experience the joy and lasting fruit that commitment
brings. We remain instead rootless, restless, displaced, and dissatisfied.

A CALL TO STABILITY

What to do? The only solution to the consumeristic trap is to consciously choose limitation. The only way out is to reject
the menu of choices and choose stability. It is the only way to learn virtue. It is the only way to learn to love.

That is not to deny that God sometimes calls us to move or to change jobs or to change our circumstances in one way or
another. It is indeed necessary at times, and sometimes more frequently than we wish. But | firmly believe that, more
often than not, the opposite is true. | believe that God more frequently asks us to commit and to invest ourselves in peo-
ple and in a place and to put down roots. But we are too restless and agitated to listen.

So Catholic men, | challenge you to commit. | challenge you to find a woman and love her till the day you die. To find a
place to call home and if at all possible love it and raise your children in it and fill it with the warmth of memories. To
choose a vocation and grow in it until you are a craftsman who glorifies God with his labor. To invest in the place to which
God has called you, even at cost to yourself. To choose the demands of love and experience the joy that it brings.
