Dear Youth of our Lady of Grace:  
If you would like to volunteer in a Parish Ministry, all minors (under the age of 
18), will need to submit the following: 
Minor must complete an application through the Diocese of Tucson website for 
your location (https://diocesetucson.org/employment-opportunities). 
a. You must complete the entire Newton process, (i.e. review of application, 
phone screen, interview, etc.), including the submission of the following: 
i. Minimum of 3 reference checks completed 
ii. A verification statement by the location Compliance Officer that the          
employee has undergone a Safe Environment Orientation session together AND a 
signed Affirmation Form (see attachment). Since the training for minors is not set 
up in CMG, you will be required to participate in a Safe Environment Training 
Session with the Compliance Officer. 
iii. Proof of current and continuous enrollment in college, high school, a high 
school equivalency class, or has a high school or equivalency diploma if not    
enrolled. (minor must request this from their school and submit to the Compliance 
Officer, AJ Napolitano). 
iv. Signed acknowledgement Code of Conduct for Youth Workers 
Permission to Obtain Information Form (paper form, see attachment)
