16TH Sunday in ordinary time  

Cycle B  
07-21-24  

Today’s Gospel begins with the return of the apostles from the earlier 
mission. Like Jesus, they have proclaimed conversation and per-
formed imagery powerful deeds of exorcism and healing (Mark 6:12-
13). And like Jesus, who sought to escape the crowd by seeking ref-
uge in deserted places (Mark 1:45 and using them as a place of prayer 
(Mark 1:35). Jesus draws the disciples to a deserted place so they can 
rest and eat.   
The deserted place provides the context for the next revelation of Je-
sus’ identity. His pity at the sight of the large crowd that followed 
them comes from his awareness that they are “like sheep without a 
shepherd” while Jesus does not claim the title “Shepherd” here, his 
compassion links him to shepherd imagery elsewhere in scriptures, as 
today’s first reading when God cares for the sheep of his flock who 
have been led astray by mortal shepherd kings.
