Sunday Reflection:
“The Holy Family of

Jesus, Mary and Joseph”
The union of man and woman that establishes family life is a
sacred reality at the very foundation of the social order. Bonded
in love and in obedience to the Lord of life, the family reflects
the holiness of the Holy Family, centered on Jesus. By the grace
of union with Jesus, Mary, and Joseph, family life—with its chal-
lenges and its joys—becomes a path to holiness. “The Christian
family is a communion of persons, a sign and image of the com-
munion of the Father and the Son in the Holy Spirit. In the pro-
creation and education of children it reflects the Father’s work of
creation. It is called to partake of the prayer and sacrifice of
Christ. Daily prayer and the reading of the Word of God
strengthen it in charity.”

Looking at the Holy Family shows us what family is meant to
be. A healthy family should consist of people who are trying to
love each other, and mutually grow in holiness. In the case of
parents, there should be a selfless pouring out for the children
(if there are any), and unconditional love (offered without de-
mands for reciprocation and not withheld for any reason). This
kind of love stirs children to honor and respect their parents.
Parental love, when healthy and holy, is meant to point to the
love of the heavenly Father. The spouses in a family are meant
to lay down their lives for each other, wholly and mutually, im-
aging the love of Christ and His Church.

Of course, the Holy Family depicts all of this beautifully. Mary
and Joseph sacrifice all their previous plans and expectations in
order to welcome and raise Jesus, and help each other grow in
holiness. Again and again, they find themselves inconvenienced
(labor and delivery in a stable), fleeing for their lives (flight to
Egypt), or frantic with worry (finding in the Temple). Yet, not
once do they try to make Jesus feel guilty for his needs or with-
hold their love for him. No family is perfect, and no parents will
be able to be as perfectly selfless as Mary and Joseph — but
good and healthy parents will try to sacrifice for the well-being
of their children. They will try to always love unconditionally, not
using conditional love to manipulate their children, but rather
showing their children love no matter what. They expect obedi-
ence from young children and respect from older children, but
they will also love their children in a way that respects their own
little personhood. They will acknowledge that God’s will for their
children come before their own plans, keeping in mind that their
children ultimately belong to Him.

From Fr. Fausto and Fr. Sanifillipo:

As I explained during mass that we have to
follow the guidelines from the CDC, and with
social distance for everyone’s safety, also to
wear a mask. Presently, as we are hit with the
Delta variant of COVID, we must continue to al-
low 125 persons in the church at a time at St.
Mark’s, only, and 75 at St. Philip.

We can now move forward with the cele-
bration of the Sacraments, Baptisms, Weddings,
etc. unhappily we can not have events such as
the parish festival, but we can have the prayer
groups, with a maximum of 50 people.

Through the parish office, YouTube TV,
bulletin, and announcements at mass we will
communicate any changes.

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Reflexion Dommical:

" “La Sagrada Familia de
Jesus, Maria y Jose.

Casi inmediatamente después del nacimiento de
JesUs, la violencia gratuita sea abate sobre su vida y
sobre la de tantas otras familias, provocando la
muerte de los santos Inocentes. Recordando esta
terrible desgracia, vivida por el Hijo de Dios y por
los nifios de su edad, la Iglesia se siente invitada a
orar por todas las familias amenazadas desde el in-
terior o desde el exterior...

La Sagrada Familia de Nazaret es para nosotros
un desafio permanente que nos obllge a profundizar
en el misterio de la “Iglesia doméstica” y de cada
familia humana. Es para nosotros un estimulo a orar
por las familias y con las familias, a compartir con
ellas las alegrias y esperanzas, pero también las
preocupaciones e inquietudes. En efecto, la vida
familiar estd llamada a ser una ofrenda dlarla, un
sacrificio agradable a Dios. El Evangelio de la
presentacion de Jesus en el templo nos lo sugiere
también. Jesus, la luz del mundo, pero también si-
gno de contrad|CC|on quiere acoger esta ofrenda de
cada familia como acoge el pan y el vino en Eu-
caristia. Quiere unir al plan y al vino, destinados a la
consagracion, estas esperanzas y estas alegrias hu-
manas y tambien los inevitables sufrimientos y an-
gustias de la vida de toda familia, asumiéndolo todo
en el misterio de su cuerpo y de su sangre.

La enc arnacion, por la que el Hijo eterno de Dios
entra en el tiempo, se ha realizado de tal manera
que los misterios de la vida de Cristo abarcan todos
los aspectos de la vida humana (el nacimiento, la
vida en el hogar, el trabajo, la muerte). Jesus es
igual en todo a nostoros, except en el pecado.

A lo largo del Evangelio son numerosas las refer-
encias a la familia de Jesus. No solo encontramos su
genealogia, por la que se nos da a conocer su
linaje, sino que se nos habla de sus parientes, y se
le conoce como el “hijo de Maria” o el “hijo del
carpintero”. Y se nos sefala también que Jesus, tras
el episodio del templo a la edad de doce afios, bajo
con sus padres a Nazaret y estaba sujeto a ellos.

En la historia de la espiritualidad, se fue descu-
briendo progresivamente la importancia de la Sagra-
da Familia. En un determinado momento empezo a
denominarse “la Trinidad terrena”, queriéndose sig-
nificar cémo el misterio de la vida divina se reflejaba
en aquel humilde hogar en el que tanto Jesis como
Maria y José se afanaban por cumplir la voluntad de
Dios. De ahi que se haya recomendado contemplar
la vida que se desarrollaba en la casa de Nazaret
como escuela en la que aprender las virtudes cristi-
anas y para desubrir la ammonia, la paz y la felicid-
ad que aparecen donde las distintas voluntades son
concords en el querer de Dios.
