Sunday Reflection:
" Solemnity of the E”"piphany of the Lord”

The Feast of the Epiphany, brings to com-
pletion what the feast of Christmas began. The
redemption has become real, in us and upon
us. The Lord has come to visit us, has made us
clean, has joined us to himself most deeply.
Born a man he has show himself as God. Has
rescued us and espoused himself to us.
