1 Corinthians 16:2,  helps us to better understand how God wants us to give to the Church: “On the first day of the week 
[Sunday] each of you should set aside whatever he can afford,” and in 2 Corinthians 9:5-8, we are told: “So I thought it  
necessary to encourage the brothers to go on ahead to you and arrange in advance for your promised gift [donation], so that 
in this way it might be ready as a bountiful gift and not as an exaction. Consider this: Whoever sows sparingly will also reap 
sparingly, and whoever sows bountifully will also reap bountifully. Each must do as already determined without sadness or 
compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. Moreover, God is able to make every grace abundant for you, so that in all things, 
always having all you need, you may have an abundance for every good work.” 
 
God wants us to give from the heart. He is not demanding that we give a certain fixed amount. If we give freely and  
cheerfully the amount they are able, that’s a gift, and we already know that God loves a cheerful giver! 
 

A side note... 
 
Some of you have asked about how your donations are spent. Here is a brief explanation of the different types of donations 
and how they are used. 
 
Weekly offering: The weekly offering is to the parish what your paycheck is for your family. This is how the bills get paid:  
utility bills, insurance, salaries for clergy and staff, and all the other line items you see in the annual or quarterly financial reports. 
 
Restricted Donations: A donor who makes a “restricted offering” makes the offering fully conditional on a requirement that 
the offering be used in a particular manner or that it may not be used at all. For instance, to date, the new items in the  
Sanctuary were paid for through restricted donations from generous benefactors who wished that their donation be restricted 
to purchase certain items: the crucifix, the altar, the stained glass windows, etc. Not one penny of these donations could be 
used for any other purpose other than that for which it was intended. With absolutely no exceptions. 
 
Special Collections: Other collections are taken up throughout the year as a second collection at Mass, some determined by 
the USCCB (Catholic Relief Services, Retirement, etc) or by our diocese (the Charity & Development or the Together Let Us 
Go Forth  appeals, etc.)  Some are special collections responding to a special need in our parish. For instance, in the past, 
we had the Parish Improvement and Paving & Painting Projects.  
 
Hope this gives you a better understanding of how your generous donations are used. God bless you for your time, talent and 
treasure to Holy Cross parish. As the Pastor of this faith filled parish, I am deeply indebted to my flock for their support!

Palm Sunday 
The truth behind the tradition of bearing palms today goes to the story of Palm Sunday, when the people heard that Christ was 

coming and “they took out palm branches and went out to meet him and cried out ‘Hosanna! Blessed is 
he who comes in the name of the Lord, [even] the king of Israel.’” (John 12:13). It was a tradition to 
spread palms before a king as he processed into his city. It was a way to wecome him, to show him glory 
and homage.  Thus, Christ, the true King, was welcomed into Jerusalem. 
 

Holy Week 
We enter into a week made “holy” forever by the self surrendering love of Jesus - for us all.  
 
All week, we remember how he loved us. Whatever we do, no matter how busy or “distracted” we might be, we can let the 
power of this week be in the background of our daily reflections. He entered into our life - with its profound joys and its  
punishing evils - that we might never experience those struggles alone. So no matter what we experience this week, we can 
let it become a “holy” week, letting it all be touched by the graces of this week.   
 
From the humble, yet triumphant, entry into Jerusalem, to our standing together at the foot of his cross, this can be a week 
which helps us bring all of the elements of our lives, all our experiences of sin and death, into the font of his redeeming,  
liberating death and resurrection.

The Easter Triduum is the culmination of the liturgical year, during which we celebrate the Paschal Mystery of 
Christ -- his Passion, death, and resurrection. It is a celebration of the core of our belief as Catholics: that through Christ’s 
sacrifice, he opened the door to eternal life for all of us. Although a three-day period, the Triduum is treated, liturgically, as 
a single celebration, beginning the evening of Holy Thursday and concluding with evening prayer on Easter Sunday. 
 
The Symbols of Holy Week 
 
The washing of feet on Holy Thursday speaks to us of the selfless love that we are called to practice in imitation of Jesus.  
 
The veneration of the cross on Good Friday reminds us that, as Christians, we believe that Jesus can overcome  
anything, even death.  
 
The lighting of the Easter fire in a darkened church and the celebration of baptisms on Holy Saturday speak to us of the new 
life that is ours because of Jesus’ triumph over the darkness of sin and death through his resurrection. 
 
This Holy Week allow yourself time apart, holy time, to spend with Jesus. May it be a time set apart to unclutter your mind, lay 
down your burdens, and renew your faith in Jesus. 
 
May our Easter season be blessed with the knowledge that we are loved by a merciful God who offered us salvation 
to attain eternal life with Him through the death of His Son.
