Together with St. Ignatius of
Loyola and St. Philip Neri, he
fought bravely for the reform of
the Catholic Church and helped
establish seminaries that would
properly educate future priests.

He was a principal actor behind
the Council of Trent and assisted
in the creahion of the first
universal catechism of the
Cathaolic Church. What propelled
him forward was a devout prayer
life coupled with a charitable
heart, always striving to practice
what he preached.

If we wislt to make any progress
in the service of God we must
begin every day of our life with
new eagerness. We must keep
ourselves in the presence of God
as much as possible and have no
other view or end in all our
actions but the divine honor. We
must meditate before, during amd
after everything we do. The
prophet says: “I will pray, and
then I will understand.” This is
the way we can casily overcome
the countless difficulties we have
to fuce day after day, which, after
all, are part of our work. In
meditation we find the strength to
bring Christ to birth in ourselves
and in others.
