 FEAST OF THE NATIVITY OF MARY SEPTEMBER 8TH 

On Our Lady’s birthday, the Church celebrates the first dawning 
of redemption with the appearance in the world of the Savior’s 
mother, Mary. The Blessed Virgin occupies a unique place in the 
history of salvation, and she has the highest mission ever com-
mended to any creature. Mary was born to be the mother of the 
Savior of the world, the spiritual mother of all men, and the holi-
est of creatures. Because of her Son’s infinite merits, she was 
conceived and born immaculate and full of grace as a child of 
Saints Joachim and Anne. Through her, by the will of the Trinity, 
all grace is given to mankind; the unbelieving receive the gift of 
faith; the afflicted are tendered the works of mercy; and the 
members of Christ grow in likeness to their Head. In Mary all 
human nature is exalted. We rejoice in her birthday, as the 
Church has done from the earliest centuries. This is one of the 
three birthdays in our Church Calendar—the Birth of Jesus 
(December 25), the Birth of John the Baptist (June 24) and the 
Birthday of Mary (September 8) which is nine months after 
Mary’s Immaculate Conception (December 8). The circum-
stances of the Virgin Mary’s infancy and early life are not di-
rectly recorded in the Bible, but other documents and traditions 
describing the circumstances of her birth are cited by some of 
the earliest Christian writers from the first centuries of the 
Church. These accounts, although not considered authoritative 
in the same manner as the Bible, outline some of the Church’s 
traditional beliefs about the birth of Mary. One of these ac-
counts is the “Protoevangelium of James,” which was written in 
the early second century. We rejoice that the Mother of God is 
our Mother, too. Let us often call upon the Blessed Virgin as 
“Cause of our joy,” one of the most beautiful titles in Mary’s lit-
any. HERE ARE SOME THINGS YOU CAN DO TO CELEBRATE 
MARY’S BIRTHDAY:  1—Learn prayers to Mary, such as the An-
gelus, Litany of Loreto, Memorare, Hail Mary, the Rosary and 
Hail Holy Queen. 2—Learn and sing various hymns to Mary, 
such as Salve Regina, Immaculate Mary, Hail Holy Queen. 3—
Contemplate on how all the feasts of Mary point to the mysteries 
of Christ and our salvation history. Biblical readings: Proverbs 
8:22-35 and Matthew 1:1-16. 4—Start researching and planning 
a Mary Garden, or a special plant or flower for each feast of 
Mary. Maybe present a “gift” to Mother Mary, such as a spiritual 
bouquet containing faults or virtues to work on, corporal works 
of mercy, etc. Decorate the house, family table or family altar 
with flowers or special Marian décor. 5—Eat some form of blue-
berries on this day, particularly in the morning—blueberry 
muffins or blueberry pancakes, blueberry pie or just fresh blue-
berries on your cereal or yogurt. The blue is symbolic of Mary’s 
blue mantle. 6—Find out about the devotion to “Maria Bambina” 
or “Baby Mary.” 7—Create your own family traditions. PRAYER:  
Impart to Your servants, we pray, O Lord, the gift of heavenly 
grace, that the feast of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin may 
bring deeper peace to those for whom the birth of her Son was 
the dawning of salvation.

YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS 

God’s Game of Telephone 
 
You’ve probably played the game of “pass it on” before, maybe years 
ago on the playground. It’s a simple concept: one person whispers 
something in another person’s ear, and it gets repeated person by 
person throughout the group, until finally the last one to hear the 
message has to say it out loud. Whatever ends up being said at the 
end of the game is usually a far cry from the original statement, and 
everyone has a good laugh.  
 
As individuals, we don’t receive news in the same way. Our person-
alities, our histories, our weaknesses, and our strengths determine 
how we interact with information we encounter in the world, both 
good and bad. One person will interpret a compliment positively; 
someone else will take offense. One person reacts to news of a job 
promotion with joy, another is disappointed that now they will have 
less time with their family. The same news can mean completely 
different things to different people. 
 
But what God gives us is the truth in love, and the truth in love is the 
same in every place and in every time, for every person of every 
race. When Christ prayed to the Father that “the love with which you 
loved me may be in them,” he was asking that the magnificent gift 
that had been imparted to him would also be imparted to us. 
 
Our job is to play a game of pass it on with this gift of love. How do 
we keep it from becoming warped? Through remaining committed 
to the word of God, to the sacraments, and to one another. 
 
In this game, we don’t change the message. The message changes us. 
And we have to give it away to keep it.
