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AND JESUS SAID, "WHAT?"

Produce good fruit as
evidence of your repentance.
God, through St. John the
Baptist, calls us to get ready
by repentance. This means we
need to admit our sins, we
need to recognize our
own sins, we need to name
our own sins. It also means
that we need to be sorry for
these sins, we need to grieve

over our own sins, we need to
mourn for the bad effects of our sins. When we do this
sincerely we are ready to turn away from sin and start
again loving God and neighbor and we have repented.

However, like Christ after him, John the Baptist
makes a very clear point about God's love
for repentance. He gives us a way to repent not as an
end in itself. Repentance is not the end of the story.
Repentance is not the real victory-there is more!

God loves repentance so that we can get busy loving.
Like John says in the Gospel, we need to me prepare
the way of the Lord~because we will see God's salvation
coming down that road! Getting busy after repenting is
important. We need to turn from sin for a reason. God
wants us to love. He made us for love. He is love. He
made us out of love. He loves to love us. He loves us to
love.

If only we could just stay out of trouble! If we
think we can find some way to be in God's family by a
trick or games or magic words, we are wrong. We don't
need magic words. We need loving works. This is how
we show Christ's love: by  actually showing love!

Don't be afraid to be generous. Be afraid not to be
generous. Keep on loving and when our Love, Jesus
Christ, returns on the last day things will be good.
Being a Christian isn't about staying out of trouble-it's
about staying involved and showing lots of love. This is
our Christian character and Christian sincerity.
