GOSPEL MEDITATION

Albert Einstein said that the “true measure of intelligence is not
knowledge but imagination.” Being a disciple of Jesus Christ re-
quires a great deal of imagination. It is not enough to simply
attend to facts, rules and rituals and consider the job done. Quite
contrarily, the Gospels demands creativity, of trying to discern
how to put flesh on the Beatitudes and properly serve God'’s chil-
dren. Jesus never doled out a top down agenda. Not once did he
ever demand conformity over conversion or sacrifice over mercy.
The Gospel is always about putting people in touch with their
compassionate, forgiving, and unconditionally loving God and
meeting them where they are. For Jesus, it often meant breaking
a few rules. Well respected and time-honored traditions had to
be set aside in order to attend to what really mattered. God'’s
compassion, mercy and true conversion were always the trump
cards. The story of the Good Samaritan, healing on the Sabbath,
and bypassing of purification rituals all display this theme. Hu-
man beings can get too hung up on protocol and tradition. This is
so much so that often preserving all of these things is of greater
concern than the beggar knocking on our door or the sinner look-
ing for mercy. It is no wonder, then, that we can easily become
hypocritical. Many can see us on our knees in prayer while our
true heart and actions, rooted in judgment and self-preservation,
are hidden from others. It is a trap into which we can easily fall.
Who cares how we live our lives as long as our hands are proper-
ly washed! Here enters the need for imagination and the distinc-
tion of truly being a wise and intelligent person. It takes a good
measure of creativity and a lot of guts to really be a doer of God'’s
word and not merely a hearer. Being a person who doesn’t just
tell people about God but shows people God requires courage
and ingenuity. That’s why people like St. Francis of Assisi and St.
Teresa of Calcutta are timeless. Their genuineness speaks vol-
umes generation to generation. It’s risky business taking the step
to allow God into our hearts. Permitting God to release us from
the grip of our evil thoughts, infidelity, greed, malice, sexual im-
proprieties, licentiousness, envy, arrogance, folly, and the like
takes courage. That’s why we prefer to spend our energy rear-
ranging the future rather than take measures to secure a founda-
tion that is most certainly crumbling.

LIVE THE LITURGY

What makes a person wise and intelligent? Certainly it is not the
ability to memorize facts or minute details about a situation.
What makes a person wise and intelligent is when their words
and actions harmoniously unite and produce virtue. A person can
know many facts and even do the right actions but still have a
grave flaw in their character. We sometimes want to delude our-
selves into thinking that as long as we are “doing” everything
correctly, we are automatically in right relationship with all. Such
is sadly not the case in the kingdom of God. We are called not to
be just hearers of the Word, but doers as well. That means
getting to the heart of what laws and rituals are meant to signify
and nurture. If we do not bring the actions home, where they
belong, and allow them to speak of the goodness, mercy, com-
passion, and love of God, then they are simply empty worthless
gestures. Welcome the Word that has been planted within you
so that you can be a truly wise and intelligent disciple of Jesus
Christ.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO

tura de Santiago, después de haber escuchado la de los
Efesios. Hoy las lecturas apuntan a una misma direccion.
iHacia la coherencia en la propia vida! Hacer y vivir lo que
decimos es una tarea de todos los dias. Seguir los manda-
mientos con fidelidad es lo que pide el Sefior. La ense-
fanza de Dios de vivir moralmente es el objetivo desde la
creacion del mundo.

“Y ahora, Israel, escucha las normas y los mandamientos
gque yo te ensefio, para que los pongas en practi-
ca” (Deuteronomio 4:1). La Carta de Santiago lo describe
de la siguiente forma: “Hermanos muy queridos, no se
equivoquen: son las cosas buenas y los dones perfectos lo
gue proceden de lo alto” (Santiago 1:16). Y en el Evange-
lio, Jesus lo pone mds claro todavia explicando la manera
de ser coherentes: “Ninguna cosa que de fuera entra en
la persona puede hacerla impura; lo que hace impura a
una persona es lo que sale de ella” (Marcos 7:15-16). Je-
sus habla un lenguaje desconocido para la gente de su
tiempo, muchos de ellos eran muy apegados a la ley. Por
lo tanto, no podian comprender lo que es la verdadera
pureza. ¢Tu lo comprendes? jVivir como Dios manda es lo
ideal!

VIVIR LA LITURGIA

¢Qué hace que una persona sea sabia e inteligente? Ciertamen-
te, no es la capacidad de memorizar hechos o detalles minucio-
sos sobre una situacién. Lo que hace a una persona sabia e
inteligente es cuando sus palabras y acciones se unen ar-
moniosamente y producen virtud. Una persona puede conocer
muchos hechos e incluso realizar las acciones correctas, pero
aun asi tener un defecto grave en su caracter. A veces
queremos engaﬁarnos a nosotros mismos pensando que mien-
tras "hagamos" todo correctamente, automaticamente es-
taremos en la relacién correcta con todos. Lamentablemente,
ese no es el caso en el reino de Dios. Estamos llamados a no ser
solo oidores de la Palabra, sino también hacedores. Eso signifi-
ca llegar al corazon de lo que las leyes y los rituales deben sig-
nificar y nutrir. Si no llevamos las acciones a casa, donde
pertenecen, y les permitimos hablar de la bondad, la misericor-
dia, la compasidn y el amor de Dios, entonces son simplemente
gestos vacios e inutiles. Acoge la Palabra que ha sido plantada
dentro de ti para que puedas ser un discipulo verdaderamente
sabio e inteligente de Jesucristo.
