FIFTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

In today’s Gospel, Jesus tells the parable of the Good
Samaritan in response to a lawyer’s question: "And who
is my neighbor?” The story invites us to stretch our
understanding of love, mercy, and neighborliness beyond
familiar boundaries.

Think of life as a road we all walk, like the road from
Jerusalem to Jericho. On that road, we'll meet people
who are wounded—not just physically, but emotionally,
spiritually, or socially. The priest and the Levite, though
religious, passed by. The Samaritan, considered an
outsider and enemy by many Jews, became the true
neighbor—not because of his title or background, but
because of his compassion and action. We are called to be like that
Samaritan: not to ask, "What will happen to me if I stop?” but “"What will
happen to them if I don’t?” Like the first responders assisting the flood
victims in Kerrville area during these days, we are invited to move toward
the needy with urgency and love.

This parable reminds us that being a Christian isn’t just about knowing
Scripture or going to church. It's about living love—especially when it’s
inconvenient, uncomfortable, or crosses social boundaries. Jesus ends with a
simple but powerful command: “Go and do likewise.”

€n el Evangelio de hoy, JesUs cuenta la pardbola del Buen Samaritano en
respuesta a la pregunta de un abogado: "¢Y quién es mi préjimo?" La
historia nos invita a ampliar nuestra comprensién del amor, la misericordia y
la vecindad mas alla de los limites familiares.

Piensa en la vida como un camino que todos caminamos, como el
camino de Jerusalén a Jericd. En ese camino, conoceremos a personas que
estan heridas, no solo fisicamente, sino también emocionalmente,
espiritualmente o socialmente. El sacerdote y el levita, aunque religiosos,
pasaron de largo. El samaritano, considerado un extrano y enemigo por
muchos judios, se convirtié en el verdadero vecino, no por su titulo o
antecedentes, sino por su compasién y accidon. Estamos llamados a ser como
ese samaritano: a no preguntar: "¢Qué me pasara si me detengo?" pero
"équé les pasara si no lo hago?" Al igual que los socorristas que asisten a las
victimas de las inundaciones en el area de Kerrville durante estos dias, se
nos invita a avanzar hacia los necesitados con urgencia y amor.

Esta parabola nos recuerda que ser cristiano no se trata solo de conocer
las Escrituras o ir a la iglesia. Se trata de vivir el amor, especialmente cuando
es inconveniente, incomodo o cruza las fronteras sociales. JesuUs termina con
un mandato simple pero poderoso: "Ve y haz lo mismo".
