Please know that I continue to pray for each and every one 

of you and all of your family members. I continue to hear 

news of those who are either tested positive for COVID or 

have been exposed to those who were tested positive. It is 

a trying time and if you are like me it can make your 

anxieties go up and down as we hear all the news. 

 

I continue to encourage you to stay close to our Lord during 

this time and at the same time be prudent in your 

interactions with others. In many ways, we must learn to live 

with this new reality for the time being. 

 

In these days, there is an internal struggle that I have 

noticed in me, to go on with life as if COVID doesn’t exist or 

it doesn’t affect me, and the reality that it is present and it 

is effecting many people around me. And in the midst of 

that struggle, it is easy to forget that our Lord is more 

powerful than any virus or disease. In fact, He has already 

conquered death itself.  

 

My approach to the current crisis, is to draw nearer to the 

Lord while taking every precaution necessary, even it if 

makes me uncomfortable (like wearing masks and hand 

sanitizing), and social distancing. I think this is a necessary 

sacrifice that I can make for those who may be more 

vulnerable. 

 

If you are feeling anxious, listen to the words of Our Lord 

and Savior: “Do not be afraid of those who kill the body but 

cannot kill the soul; rather, be afraid of the one who can 

destroy both soul and body in Gehenna. Are not two 

sparrows sold for a small coin? Yet not one of them falls to 

the ground without your Father’s knowledge. Even all the 

hairs of your head are counted. So do not be afraid; you are 

worth more than many sparrows.” (Mt 10:28-31) 

 

In other news, we have been working on renovating the 

front reception area of the parish offices. We have 

expanded it to make it more spacious and inviting. Much of 

the work was done by the generous and hard work of Tom 

Wilde and Joe Siegel. I thank them for all the sweat and 

energy to make it look beautiful for any visitors at the office. 

Felipe Martinez is also helping with building the receptionist 

desk behind the window as well. It is a blessing that we 

have such generous and talented parishioners here at Most 

Holy Trinity. If you see them walking around, please thank 

them and pray for them and their families.

least the period of one hour before Holy Communion. 

 

2. A priest who celebrates the Most Holy Eucharist two or three times on 

the same day may take something before the second or third 

celebration even if the period of one hour does not intervene. 

 

3. Those who are advanced in age or who suffer from any infirmity, as 

well as those who take care of them, can receive the Most Holy 

Eucharist even if they have taken something during the previous 

hour.”
