Connect - Grow - Give - Pray

THE COMMAND OF THE LORD IS
PERFECT

Dearest Brothers and Sisters,
Summer greetings to you and your loved ones.

SUNDAY SCRITPURE REFLECTION: “The command of
God is something very near to you, already in your mouths and
in your hearts; you have only to carry it out.” Moses addresses
the people and lets them know the Lord’s commandments
written in the book of the law are not far from the people. They
are neither abstract statues nor mysterious decrees that the
people would need to search out in the sky or the sea. Rather
the Lord’s word is close to them. They already know it. they
have already taken it in. their challenge at this moment is to
live the word in their daily lives. Our challenge is the same.

Two questions from a legal scholar shape today’s Gospel
reading. At the outset, the legal scholar asks Jesus what he
must do to inherit eternal life. Jesus’ question back to him
logically points him to what he finds in the law, to which the
scholar cites the commandment of love — love of God and love
of neighbor as yourself. Jesus is satisfied with his response and
tells him to follow the law to receive life. but the scholar
pushes forward with a clarifying question about who his
neighbor is. In response, Jesus tells what we have come to
cherish as the parable of the Good Samaritan. No doubt the
scholar did not anticipate the parable that teaches us to
equitably extend God’s boundless mercy to everyone as an
answer to his question. That is a cost of discipleship.

ORDINARY TIME: Ordinary Time through the summer and
fall invites us to celebrate the life and ministry of Jesus: to
walk with him and his disciples along the roads of Galilee, to
listen to his teaching, to witness his miracles, to learn from his
outreach to those where god is least expected. Far from the
mundane, Ordinary Time is a time for us to grow in
discipleship — to learn to follow the Lord, to listen to his voice,
to become conformed to him more and more.

When it comes to social media, connecting the idea of
discipleship to our digital presence can be an especially fruitful
practice during the long season of Ordinary Time. If
discipleship means to follow the Lord our teacher, a good

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question to ask is what we can learn from him about
communicating with others, and how we can emulate his
communication through what we do on social media.

In some sense we can say that Jesus Christ was an act of God’s
communication — he is after all the Word of God incarnate. But
more specifically, we can also recognize some distinctive
elements of his communication, and learn from these for our
lives. When thinking about Jesus Christ the communicator, we
can say that his words gave life, his words built relationships,
his words were offered in a way that people could understand,
and his words revealed the Father.
