Individual attending Mass?

Please don't sit, stand or kneel past the yellow tape markings on
your end of the pew. This allows for the appropriate physical dis-
tancing between households.

Household of two or more attending Mass?

No one else will be seated in your row. Feel free to sit anywhere
in the assigned row to allow the most distancing between you and
the row ahead/behind you.

Sunday 11:00 Am Mass: Sign-ups Suspended.

Please check in with the greeter upon your arrival as seating will
be assigned. This will allow the most people to attend Mass and
maintain physical distancing between households.
