In 1960 the Knights of Columbus
began a program to honor Our Lady
of Guadalupe by transferring a Rose
from the U5, to Mexico for the feast

of Our Lady of Guadalupe. The
program began with a single, natural
rose, chosen to commemorate Juan
Diego and the miracle of the roses in
1531. Since then, the rose has
undergone several transformations
from natural to wood, bronze and
finally silver. There are currently
cight Silver Roses traveling
throughout North America, three of
which will make their way every year
to the Our Lady of Guadalupe
Basilica in Monterey, Mexico.
