Today's readings Give us a wonderful          
understanding of God's love for us, in that He 
is very merciful, compassionate, understand-
ing of great kindness.  
 
we need to be very careful that we don't   
misunderstand what is being said here. It's 
not a free pass to do whatever we want.  
 
What we hear in Romans reminds us of who 
we areas mortal bodies. That if we live     
pleasing our carnal desires, it can be our 
downfall. we are not debtors to the flesh, 
that God's Spirit dwells with in us.  
 
It helps me remember that we all share in the 
dignity of who we are, the Body of Christ    
being made in His Image, that this dignity we 
share.  
 
The Gospel message is one that is used     
during the anointing od the sick. The idea 
that God's wisdom is revealed to the Little 
ones, Not necessarily those who think like  
children, but those who have not developed 
various biases and opinions. who can be 
open minded. 
 
Even though we might be exhausted from 
things, Jesus tells us to rest, to take on things 
that can be seen as burdened some. to learn 
from and become like Him, being Meek and 
humble of heart. That things will be OK.   
 
It is much like the Divine Mercy devotion, 
Trusting in our Lord.
