PASTORAL REFLECTION

A FINE GIFT FOR JESUS

The bright star in the sky drew the Magi from their distant kingdom to see the new born King and offer Him their
treasures. We were drawn here today by our King, Christ the Lord and we offer him our treasures — our hearts, our
hopes, and our lives. May we be that bright star for others, drawing our families, friends and neighbors to him so
that they too may find the treasure we know in the Lord!

The story of the Three Kings is centered not on their offerings, but on God’s gift. These Kings represent the
‘strangers who are welcomed by God to share in the gift of salvation.” EPIPHANY is thus known in the Liturgy as
the feast of peoples who are not considered as God’s own. These Kings represent the pagans who are thought to
be hostile to God yet seek Jesus, pay Him homage and offer Him gifts.

Traditions will later see in the gifts of GOLD, FRANKINCENSE, and MYRRH, the roles of Jesus as King, Priest and
Victim. Originally, however, they stand for what is best produced among Oriental peoples. And in the spirit of
these gifts, we are exhorted to give our best at Christmas. The best gift is not to be the most expensive. In God’s
eyes, humble gifts, given with love are the most precious. In Mark’s gospel, Jesus admired the poor widow who
gave two small coins as temple offerings. In giving from her poverty, the poor widow put in more than other rich
contributors to the temple treasury. (Mk. 12:41-44)

One of the most touching Christmas Carols is “THE LITTLE DRUMMER BOY.” The little boy hears the Angelic
invitation to visit the new-born King and bring Him his finest gift, but he had nothing to give except the ROLL of
the DRUMS. And so he played: “PARAM-PARAM-PAM!” The little Jesus smiled at the poor drummer boy. The
sound of the drum was probably the best gift He received that day. It is the richness of the life-giving spirit that
matters. The little drummer boy has it.

The three Kings have it. If we have this spirit of giving, our gifts this Christmas time will be most precious... and
the best, best of all gifts we can give is even least expensive, we spent no dollar for it. We can even make
Christmas continue in our daily lives by OUR LIFE-GIVING GOOD EXAMPLES TO OUR FAMILY AND OUR
NEIGHBORS AND THE READINESS TO HELP OTHERS especially the poor and other men and women who are badly
in need of our support as we do in the mission of St. Vincent de Paul Conference or in any possible way we afford
personally. Happy Epiphany to one and all. God Bless!

We are proud to announce that after two years of negotiations we are close to having a senior facility for our aging parishioners
and those in the surrounding area. The project will be developed by Shea Connelly, a group who has substantial experience with
senior facilities. Though we will not be owners or management, we are providing a service to our community. It is part of our
Catholic ministry to assist those in need and we would be doing so by allowing residents who otherwise would not be able to
attend Mass or participate in church activities and ministries to do so. We will be leasing our land to the developer at market rates
for senior living facilities as well as receiving a profit participation and other revenue. The negotiations are ongoing and expected
to be concluded in the next sixty days once the developer has its final construction costs. As with any project of this nature there
is a process and the developer has spent substantial funds with market studies, drawings, and meeting governmental
requirements. We are now at the point of achieving zoning approval. This is a task which starts with notifying all neighbors. As
expected there is opposition and the first meeting was to determine the objections and then work to eliminate them as factors.
One of the comments was—There was to be a school which would be much more appealing and little traffic. The reality is a
traffic count will show that a school has a much higher traffic count than the facility to be built. As always we need your prayers
and support.
