Third Sunday in Ordinary Time (C)
Neh 8:2–4a, 5–6, 8–10

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Fulfilled in Your 
Hearing

When we hear that phrase, we might 
be inclined to think of prophecy. 

However, today’s readings suggest something 
a bit different. True, in today’s Gospel, Jesus 
states that he is the fulfillment of the promise 
made by the prophet Isaiah. However, the way 
that passage was fulfilled by Jesus was not 
the way his hearers expected. The passage 
seems to promise a change in society where 
there will be no more poor or prisoners. The 
people expected a political change which would 
overthrow Roman control. Jesus’ application 
was quite different. The fulfillment of that 
prophecy included a new and often radical way 
of understanding society. In other words, Jesus 
revealed the true meaning of the prophecy.

Such reapplication is even clearer in the 
first reading. Nehemiah, the Jewish leader of 
those who had returned from Babylonian exile, 
gathered all the community together, read the 
Law, and then reapplied it for them.

Reapplication is often necessary because 
what might have been a helpful way of 
understanding something in our faith under 
some circumstances might be impractical, 
even inappropriate, in others. For example, 
to pray for an end to war is important, but to 
do nothing to work for peace changes how 
we understand prayer. Circumstances often 
change as we go through life. Reapplication of 
our faith acknowledges this and searches for 
ways that faith can continue to address those 
changing circumstances. Faithful reapplication 
always keeps our religious tradition alive and 
meaningful.

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In your previous column you wrote that the Mass 
commemorates Jesus’ Last Supper and is a thanks-
giving for God’s gifts to us. Are there other reasons 
to get out of bed early and attend Sunday Mass?

The Mass is all about giving thanks for God’s forgiveness of sins and 
his plan for eternal life. In fact, Eucharist is derived from the Greek word 

meaning “gratitude” or “thanksgiving.” But there are many other reasons to 
participate in the Mass.

The Mass is our opportunity to be present with our Lord in the forms of 
bread and wine. God doesn’t usually make frightening appearances to us 

accompanied by crashing 
thunder and lightning. Rather, 
he makes himself accessible to 
us in the humble form of food. 
Jesus said, “Whoever eats my 
flesh and drinks my blood has 
eternal life, and I will raise him 
on the last day” (John 6:54).

As St. Augustine put it, 
when we receive Christ in 

these forms, we become what we receive. We are the body of Christ, not as 
individuals but as his Church. His Church is his physical presence on earth 
today, the way people come into contact with Christ.

When we participate in the Mass, we become witnesses to all of this: our 
liberation from sin and death; our Lord’s Real Presence to us in the forms of 
bread and wine; and we, as Church, becoming what we receive—the body of 
Christ. Can there be better reasons for waking up on a Sunday morning and 
attending Mass?

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Cumplido al oírlo

Cuando oímos esta frase, nos inclinamos 
a pensar en la profecía. Sin embargo, las 

lecturas de hoy sugieren algo un poco diferente. 
Es cierto que, en el Evangelio de hoy, Jesús 
afirma que es el cumplimiento de la promesa 
hecha por el profeta Isaías. Sin embargo, la 
forma en que ese pasaje fue cumplido por Jesús 
no fue la que sus oyentes esperaban. El pasaje 
parece prometer un cambio en la sociedad 
donde no habrá más pobres ni prisioneros. 
La gente esperaba un cambio político que 
derrocara el control romano. La aplicación de 
Jesús fue muy diferente. El cumplimiento de esa 
profecía incluía una forma nueva y a menudo 
radical de entender la sociedad. En otras 
palabras, Jesús reveló el verdadero significado 
de la profecía.

Esa reaplicación es aún más clara en la 
primera lectura. Nehemías, el líder judío de 
los que habían regresado del exilio babilónico, 
reunió a toda la comunidad, leyó la Ley y la 
reaplicó para ellos.

La reaplicación es a menudo necesaria 
porque lo que podría haber sido una forma 
útil de entender algo en nuestra fe en algunas 
circunstancias podría ser poco práctico, incluso 
inapropiado, en otras. Por ejemplo, rezar por 
el fin de la guerra es importante, pero no 
hacer nada para trabajar por la paz cambia 
nuestra forma de entender la oración. Las 
circunstancias suelen cambiar a lo largo de la 
vida. La reaplicación de nuestra fe reconoce 
este hecho y busca la manera de que la fe 
pueda seguir abordando esas circunstancias 
cambiantes. La reaplicación fiel mantiene 
siempre viva y significativa nuestra tradición 
religiosa.

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En su columna anterior escribió que la misa conmem-
ora la última cena de Jesús y es una acción de gracias 
por los dones de Dios para nosotros. ¿Hay otras razones 
para levantarse temprano de la cama y asistir a la misa 
dominical?

La misa es una acción de gracias por el perdón de los pecados de Dios 
y su plan de vida eterna. De hecho, Eucaristía deriva de la palabra griega 

que significa “gratitud” o “acción de gracias”. Pero hay muchas otras razones 
para participar en la Misa.

La Misa es nuestra oportunidad 
de estar presentes con nuestro 
Señor en forma de pan y vino. 
Dios no suele hacer apariciones 
aterradoras acompañadas de 
truenos y relámpagos. Más bien, 
se hace accesible a nosotros en la 
humilde forma de la comida. Jesús 
dijo: “El que come mi carne y bebe 

mi sangre, tiene vida eterna, y yo le resucitaré el último día” (Juan 6:54).
Como decía San Agustín, cuando recibimos a Cristo en estas formas, 

nos convertimos en lo que recibimos. Somos el cuerpo de Cristo, no como 
individuos, sino como su Iglesia. Su Iglesia es su presencia física en la tierra 
hoy, el modo en que las personas entran en contacto con Cristo.

Cuando participamos en la Misa, nos convertimos en testigos de todo esto: 
nuestra liberación del pecado y de la muerte; la presencia real del Señor en las 
formas del pan y del vino; y nosotros, como Iglesia, nos convertimos en lo que 
recibimos: el cuerpo de Cristo. ¿Puede haber mejores razones para levantarse 
un domingo por la mañana y asistir a la misa?
