VATICAN CORNER continued ... ONn March 6, 2022, Pope
Francis announced that the

Vatican is ready to do everything to help the Ukrainian
people achieve peace. He has sent two high ranking
cardinals: Konrad Krajewski and Michael Czerny to Ukraine
“to serve the people, and help.” Francis said “the presence
of the two cardinals there is the presence not only of the
pope, but of all the Christian people who want to get closer
and say: ‘War is madness! Stop, please! Look at this
cruelty!”” Cardinal Czerny first went to Budapest, Hungary
and visited the Keleti train station where he met Caritas
volunteers who were receiving the refugees fleeing the
violence in Ukraine. Among those refugees were students from Nigeria, China and Vietnam, and despite
reports of discrimination, those student experience no difficulties crossing into Hungary. The Cardinal
met on March 9th with Hungary’s deputy prime minister who assured the Cardinal that Hungary would
welcome all refugees from Ukraine “without limits.” Cardinal Krajewski met with Caritas volunteers
helping refugees in several Polish cities near the Ukrainian border. According to a Polish newspaper, the
Polish cardinal had been asked by journalists if he was afraid of entering a war zone. He said “l am
afraid, as everyone is afraid, but | went to confession before leaving; | have no debts, | wrote a will, | go
freely to bring the Gospel. | want to be with these people.” The Cardinal then went to Lviv in western
Ukraine and met with Archbishop Shevchuk, the head of the Ukrainian Catholic Church and Archbishop
Mokrzychi, head of the Latin-rite Archdiocese of Lviv. Shevchuk had traveled from Kyiv to Lviv the day
before to meet Cardinal Krajewski and help him fulfil the mission Pope Francis had entrusted to him,
which may include helping the Cardinal get to Kyiv “if possible”. The Cardinal’s plan in Lviv was to visit a
variety of social service centers and take part in a March 10, joint prayer service with representative of
the Ukrainian Council of Churches and religious organizations. On March 9th the Vatican’s Secretary of
State Pietro Parolin criticized attacks on hospitals and said the bombing of medical centers for women
and children is unacceptable, no matter the reason. He repeated the Vatican’s willingness to mediate
peace talks between Ukraine and Russia if requested. He admitted there was little space for
negotiations but expressed hope some agreement could be reached. Cardinal Parolin also spoke of the
homily that the leader of the Russian Orthodox Church made Sunday March 6. He said that leader,
Patriarch Kirill’s statements do not encourage or promote an understanding, and his words risk further
inflaming tempers leading to an escalation that does not resolve the crisis in a peaceful way. Patriarch
Kirill sent a strong signal justifying Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, describing the conflict as part of a
struggle against sin and pressure from liberal foreigners to hold “gay parades” as the price of admission
to their ranks. Kirill has been a longtime ally of Russian President Vladimir Putin. His homily repeated
Putin’s unfounded claims that Ukraine was exterminating Russian loyalist in Donbas, the breakaway
eastern region of Ukraine. Kirill made no mention of Russia’s invasion and its bombardment of civilians.
Many Orthodox Christians in Ukraine have been appalled by Kirill’s position on the war. ... to be continued
