VATICAN CORNER |Bishop Sergio Pagano the head of the Vatican
Apostolic Archive, (formerly known as the
Vatican Secret Archive) will soon be retiring. He has a new book-length
interview entitled “Secretum” coming out that was compiled from his
conversations with Italian journalist Massimo Franco over the course of a year.
The conversations will reveal some of the secrets Bishop Pagano has
uncovered over his 45 years working in the archive. Up until 1881 when Pope
Leo XlIl opened the archive to scholars, it was used exclusively by the popes to
preserve the documentation of the papacies, ecumenical councils, Vatican
offices, and Vatican embassies. The documents go back as far as the 8th
century, and the archive also includes collections from aristocratic families and
religious orders. Pope Leo XllIl and those popes after him have agreed that the
Catholic Church has nothing to “fear from history,” and so have opened the [
archive to historians, however documents have to mature 75 years before
becoming available for review. The archive is one of largest collections of historical, unusual, and important documents in
the world, with 53 miles of shelving and thirty-five thousand indexes. Much of the archive is located underground in a
two-story, fireproof, reinforced concrete bunker. Bishop Pagano divulges in his new book-length interview some of the
unknown, lesser-known and behind —the —scenes details of well -known sagas of the Vatican and its relations with the
outside world over the past 12 centuries. Examples of such sagas are Napoleon’s sacking of the Vatican archive in 1810
and carting off documents to Paris, the Galileo affair, and the peculiar assembly of cardinals to elect a pope in 1922,
financed by last-minute donations from U.S. Catholics. Bishop Pagano says that most recently, scholars have been flocking
to the archive to read the documents of the pontificate of Pope Pius Xll, the wartime pope who has been criticized for not
having spoken out enough about the Holocaust. Pope Francis in 2020 ordered that those documents be opened to
scholars ahead of their regular schedule so scholars could finally have the full picture of that papacy. The Vatican has
always defended Pope Pius Xl saying he used quiet diplomacy to save lives and didn’t speak out publicly about Nazi crimes
because he feared retaliation against the Vatican. However Bishop Pagano says “After the war, | would have expected a
word more, for all those people who went to the gas chambers.” Pagano attributes Pius’ continued, post-war silence to his
concerns about the creation of a Jewish state. The Vatican had a long tradition of supporting the Palestinian people and
was concerned about the fate of Christian religious sites in the
Holy Land if the territories were turned over to the newly
