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A MESSAGE FROM FR. ANDRES

A gesture of joy to begin with

"There was a wedding in Galilee." Thus begins this story in the Gospel of John in which we are
told something unexpected and surprising. The first public intervention of Jesus, the Messenger of
God, has nothing religious about it. It does not happen in a sacred place. Jesus inaugurates his
prophetic activity by "saving" a wedding feast that could have ended very badly.

The Gospel of John tells us that it was in the middle of one of these weddings where Jesus made
his "first sign", the sign that offers us the key to understand all his actions and the deep meaning
of his saving mission. It invites us to discover its deepest meaning. For this he offers us some
clues of a symbolic nature. Let's just talk about one.

Jesus' mother, attentive to the details of the party, realizes that "they have no wine left" and tells
her son. Perhaps the couple, of humble condition, has been overwhelmed by the guests. The party
is in danger. How can a wedding end without wine? She trusts Jesus.

Among the peasants of Galilee, wine was a highly prized symbol of joy and love. They all knew
it. If in life joy is lacking and love is lacking, how can coexistence end? The Mother of Jesus is
not wrong. Jesus intervenes to save the party by providing abundant and excellent quality wine.

This gesture of Jesus helps us to grasp the orientation of his entire life and the fundamental
content of his project of the kingdom of God. While religious leaders and teachers of the Law are
concerned with religion, Jesus is dedicated to making people's lives more humane and bearable.

The Gospels present Jesus concentrated, not on religion but on life. It is not just for religious and
pious people. It is also for those who live disappointed by religion, but feel the need to live in a
more dignified and blissful way. Why? Because Jesus transmits faith in a God who can be trusted
and with whom one can live happily, and because he draws us towards a more generous life,
moved by a love of solidarity.

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MENSAJE DEL PADRE ANDRES

Un gesto de alegria para iniciar

"Habia una boda en Galilea". Asi comienza este relato en el evangelio de Juan en el que se
nos dice algo inesperado y sorprendente. La primera intervencion publica de Jesus, el
Enviado de Dios, no tiene nada de religioso. No acontece en un lugar sagrado. Jesus
inaugura su actividad profética "salvando" una fiesta de bodas que podia haber terminado
muy mal.

El evangelio de Juan nos dice que fue en medio de una de estas bodas donde Jesus hizo su
"primer signo", el signo que nos ofrece la clave para entender toda su actuacion y el
sentido profundo de su mision salvadora. Nos invita a que descubramos su significado mas
profundo. Para ello nos ofrece algunas pistas de caracter simbolico. Veamos solo una.

La madre de Jests, atenta a los detalles de la fiesta, se da cuente de que "no les queda vino"
y se lo indica a su hijo. Tal vez los novios, de condicion humilde, se han visto desbordados
por los invitados. La fiesta esta en peligro. ; Cémo puede terminar una boda sin vino? Ella
confia en Jesus.

Entre los campesinos de Galilea el vino era un simbolo muy apreciado de la alegria y del
amor. Lo sabian todos. Si en la vida falta la alegria y falta el amor, ;en qué puede terminar
la convivencia? La Madre de Jesus no se equivoca. Jesus interviene para salvar la fiesta
proporcionando vino abundante y de excelente calidad.

Este gesto de Jests nos ayuda a captar la orientacion de su vida entera y el contenido

fundamental de su proyecto del reino de Dios. Mientras los dirigentes religiosos y los
maestros de la Ley se preocupan de la religion, Jesus se dedica a hacer mas humana y
llevadera la vida de la gente.

Los evangelios presentan a Jesis concentrado, no en la religion sino en la vida. No es solo
para personas religiosas y piadosas. Es también para quienes viven decepcionados por la
religion, pero sienten necesidad de vivir de manera mas digna y dichosa. ;Por qué? Porque
Jests contagia fe en un Dios en el que se puede confiar y con el que se puede vivir con
