The Feast of the Holy Family reminds us of the importance 
of family as the basic element of society as well as the “specific 
revelation and realization of ecclesial communion.” (Catechism 
2204). The Holy Family is a model for our parish families in 
showing love, humble service, and devotion through corporal and 
spiritual works of mercy. They also remind us to pray! Let us ask 
Jesus, Mary and Joseph to assist our families throughout this year.

On behalf of our priests, deacons, and staff, may God bless you 
and your family as you enter into the calendar year, 2022.

January 1, 2022, is the Solemnity of Mary, the Holy Mother 
of God. This is one of the oldest celebrations honoring Mary the 
Mother of God. She is also the Mother of the Church as we are 
all sisters and brothers in the Body of Christ. Therefore, she is 
also our Mother who prays for us continually. This is also the 
octave or eighth day after the birth of Our Lord. As was the Jewish 
custom, Mary’s baby received the rite of circumcision and was 
publicly named “Jesus,” a Hebrew name that means “God saves!” 
Therefore, we should give due honor and respect to the Holy 
Name of Jesus, celebrated on January 3rd.

January 1st is also designated as a Day of Prayer for World 
Justice and Peace. As we begin this new calendar year, let us 
begin once again with Jesus Christ who is eternal. He is our Peace. 
Let us pray for the Prince of Peace to reign in our hearts, in our 
lives, and in our world.

Masses for the Solemnity of Mary, the Holy Mother of God:  
On December 31, Vigil Masses for the Holy Day will be at 5:30 pm 
in English and 7:00 pm in Spanish.  Holy Day Masses on January 1 
will be in English at 9:00 am & 11:00 am.  (not obligatory this year)

Year End Plenary Indulgence:  A plenary indulgence is granted 
to the faithful who recite the Te Deum on the final day of the year, 
thanking God for the gifts they received throughout the year; and 
the Veni Creator Spiritus on the first day of the year, imploring 
divine assistance for the course of the whole year.  Plenary 
indulgences remove the temporal punishment for sins—either 
for the person receiving the indulgence or for a soul in purgatory. 
The requirements for a Plenary Indulgence also include (1) 
making a Sacramental Confession a week before or after reciting 
the prayers mentioned above, (2) receiving Holy Communion and 
(3) saying prayers for the intention of the Holy Father.
