ST.'PETER
OF ALCANTARA

SAINT OF THE WEEK

Et. Peter of Alcantara was bom in Alcantara, Spain in
1499, His father was the Govermor of the province
and his mather came from a noble famihy. He was
privately tutored and attended the University of
Salamanca, After he returned home from university,
he was accepted as a Franciscan Friar of the Stricter
Observance im 1515, He was ordained as a priest in
1524 and in 1525 he became Guardian of the friary of
5t. Mary of the Angels.

Throughaet his life, 5t. Peter of Alcantara ook up his
spiritial eross and preached with great success to
the poor, but aiso spend much af his tme in solitude,
From 1553 to early 1555, he spent ths time alone

in meditation and prayer. Soon followsng, 5t. Peter
made a pilgrimage to Rome, barefoot the entire way,
While in RBome he obtained permission from Pope
Julkus | to establish friaries,

St. Petar was known for frequently experiencng
eostasy, a state where he was entirely consurmed
with the warmth and light of the Holy Spinit, These
euphaoric moments were common during his prayer
and meditation.

‘When he was near death, 5t. Peter took to his knees
and prayed. When he was offered water, he refused
it saying, “Even my Lord Jesus Chrlst thirsted on the
Cross." He déed while in praver an Octobier 18, 1562,
Cn April 18, 1622, he was declared blessed by Pope
Gregory XV and later canonized by Pope Clement X
on April 28, 1669

A Walk Through the Mass: A Step-by-Step Explanation
Week Three: The Liturgy of the Eucharist

Meal sharing [Liturgy of the Eucharist)

After the Liturgy of the Waord, we move ta the altar for the sacred meal of sacrifice, sharing, and thanksgiving. As at a
meal in the home of a friend, we 1) set the table, 2) say grace and 3) share the food (eat and drink). At Mass these ritual
actions are called 1) the Preparation of the Altar and Gifts, 2) the Eucharistic Prayer, 3) the Communion Rite.

Praparation of the Altar and Gifts

The early Christians each brought some bread and wine from their homees to the chiurch to be used for the Mass and te
be given to the clergy and the poor. Today a similar offering for the partsh and the poor is made with our monetary
contributions.

The priest recsives bresd and wine brought forward by members of the congregation, keeping the spiritval efficacy and
significance of the early church offerings.

He then mixes water with the wine and washes his hands. (Mixing water with wine and washing hands are things all Jews
did at meals in besus’ day.)

Fimally, he invites us to pray that the sacrifice be acceptable to God. We respond "Amen® to the Prayer Over the Gifts.
The Eucharistic Prayer

The prayer which follows is addressed to the Father and brings us to the very center of the Mass and the heart of our
faith. While the words of the prayer may vary from Suonday to Sunday, the prayer ahsays has this structure: 1) We call
upon God to remamber all the wonderful saving deads of our history, 2) We recall the central event in our history, Jesus
Christ, and in particular the memorial he left us on the night before he died. We recall his Passion, Death and
Resurrection. 1) After gratefully calling ta mind all the wonderful saving acts God has done for us in the past, we petition
God to continue those deeds af Christ in the presant; we pray that we may become one body, one spirit in Christ.,

Inwitation. The prayer bagins with a dialogus between the leader and the assembly. First, the priest greets us with “The
Lord be with youw.™ He then asks il we are ready and willing to approach the table and to renew our baptismal
commitment, offering ourselves 1o God: "Lift up your hearts.” And we say that we are prepared to do so: "We lift them
up to the Lord.” We are invited to give thanks to the Lord our God, And we respond: “It is right and juse,™

Ta “give thanks"” translates the traditional Greek varb which now names the whole action: Eucharist.

Preface and Acdamation

Institution Narrative: Consecration. The prigst continues the prayer, giving praise and thanks, and calling upon the Haly
Spirit to change our gifts of bread and wine into the Body and Blood of Christ, He then recalls the evenis of the Last
Supper—the institution of the Eucharist. At this important moment in the prayer, we proclaim the mystery of faith
Saveral tewts are possible, for example: “We prociaim your Death, O Lord, / and profess your Resurrection J/ until you
come again.” The priest continues recalling the wonderful deeds of salvation: the Passion, Death and Resurrection of
Christ.

Prayer for unity and intercessions. The grateful memory of God's salvation leads us to make a bold petition, our main
petition at every Eucharist: we pray for unity. “Humbly we pray / that, partaking of the Body and Blood of Christ, / we
may be gathered into one by the Holy Spirit™ (Eucharistic Prayer |1} To this petition we add prayess for the bishop of
Roame and for the bishop of the local Church; we pray for the living and the dead as well as ourselves that through the
intercession of the saints we may one day arrive at the table in heaven.

We lack forward to that glorious day and raise our voloes with those of all the saints who have gone before us as the
prigst ralses the consecrated bread and wine and offers a doxology, a prayers of glory to God In the nams of Christ:
*Throwgh Him, and with Him, and in Him, S O God, almighty Father, £ in the unity of the Hably Spirit, £ all glory anad honor
is yours, / for ever and ever.” Cur “Amen® to this prayer acclaims our assont and participation in the entire Eucharistic
Prayer.

The Communion Rite

Dur Father and Sign of Peace. We prepare to eat and drink at the Lord’s Table with those words taught us by lesus:
“Give us this day our daily bread; and forgive us owr trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us.” Keenly
aware that Communion (the word means “union with™) s the sign and source of our reconciliation and unlon with God
and with one anothor; we make a gesture of union and forgiveness with those around us and offer them the Sign of
Poace.

Invitation to Communion. The priest then shows us the Body of Christ and invites us to come to the table echoing the
words of John the Baptist “Behold the Lamb of God_..." We respond, “Lord, | am not wortihg._ ", as the Centurion did
when he asked Jesus to cure his servant (Matthew B:B). None of us, on our own, are worthy to embrace the fullness of
Chirist. It is only through the love and mercy of God bestowed upon us that we become waorthy to receive. The members
of the assembly now approach the altar in procession,

Communion. Az God fed owr ancestors in the desert on thelr pilgrimage, s God gives us food for our jourmey. We
approach the minister who gives us Euwcharist with the words “The Body of Christ,” and we respond, “Amen.” During this
proceszion we usually sing & hyrmn that unites our woices, minds and thoughts, even as the Body and Biood of Christ
wnites us inte one body. Then we pray silently in our hearts, thanking and praising God and asking for all that this
sacrament promises. The priest then unites our prayers into the Prayer After Communion, to which we respond,
“Amen.”
