58. John Paul II reminded us of this
perennial teaching of the Church,
that “the celebration of the Eucharist,
however, cannot be the starting-
point for communion, it presupposes
that communion already exists, a
communion that it seeks to consoli-
date and bring to perfec-

tion" (Ecclesia et Fucharistia, no.

35). To receive all the graces and
benefits from Holy Communion that
was mentioned above, the Eucharist
requires that we live and persevere in
sanctifying grace and love, remaining
within the Church as one body and
one spirit in Christ. Reaffirming the
clear teaching of the Catechism of
the Catholic Church, Saint John Paul
II stated, “Anyone conscious of a
grave sin must receive the Sacrament
of Reconciliation before coming to
communion” (CCC 1385).

59. It is important to underline this
intrinsic connection between the Sac-
raments of Penance and the Eucharist
because, as Pope Benedict wrote, we
are "surrounded by a culture that
tends to eliminate the sense of sin
and to promote a superficial ap-

“If every flower wanted to be a rose,” wrote
St. Therese of Lisieux, “spring would lose its
loveliness.”

Who is God asking you to be today? There is
an obvious answer that springs to mind right
out of the gate.
