Himself to us in Communion. Catholics prepared to receive 

the Eucharist approach the minister as the ushers guide you. 

Non-Catholics or those choosing to abstain from 

Communion are welcome to come forward for a blessing 

(please indicate this by crossing your arms over your chest) 

or may remain in the pews to pray.

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The Liturgy of the Eucharist 
In this part of the Mass, we re-experience Jesus’ 
sacrifice. We acknowledge that He is present in the 
consecrated Bread and Wine—Communion. We 
pray together and take what we have received in 
Mass home and into the world. 

Did you know Easter is more than 
just one day? 

Following Easter Sunday, the season of 
Easter lasts for seven weeks, ending 
with Pentecost (this year it falls on June 
9). During the 40 days after Jesus’ 
resurrection, before He ascends into 
heaven, Jesus appears to His disciples 
many times. Pentecost, which means 
“the fiftieth” in Greek, celebrates the 
descent of the Holy Spirit on the 
apostles.

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Clergy Corner Father Steve Callahan
One of the memorial acclamations used in years past in the Eucharistic Prayer 
at Mass after the consecration of the bread and wine proclaimed: “Christ has 
died, Christ is Risen, Christ will come again.” 

Notice the tense—Christ IS Risen, not Christ HAS Risen.  This is very significant 
as we celebrate the Easter mystery. We are not just celebrating that Christ has 
risen, that is, we are not simply remembering that Jesus was raised from the 
dead some two thousand years ago. 

Instead, we are celebrating not only what happened then, but we are also celebrating a present reality:  
Christ IS risen!  We are proclaiming that Christ is with us even now as we continue with all the faithful 
to await His final coming in glory. 

Our celebration of the Easter mystery calls and challenges us to live more consciously and more fully in 
this reality every single day, not just on Easter Sunday. Our Risen Lord is as near to us as the Holy Spirit 
who dwells in hearts and seeks to empower us to live as God’s beloved children. 

Our Risen Lord speaks to us every time we hear His Word proclaimed at Mass or when we open the 
Scriptures in times of personal prayer and reflection, whether alone or with others. Our Risen Lord is 
present in the people we encounter in our daily lives. 

And Our Risen Lord is especially present to us when we gather Sunday after Sunday to celebrate the 
Eucharist and to receive the gift of His Body and Blood. 

I join you in rejoicing: Christ is Risen! Alleluia!! 
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Did You Know? 

Easter Sunday can occur as early as March 22 and as late as April 25. 
Unlike Christmas, which we celebrate on the same date every year 
(December 25 in the Western Church), the date for Easter varies 
because it is based on the cycles of the moon. 

According to the Bible, Jesus Christ's death and resurrection 
occurred around the time of the Jewish Passover, which was 
celebrated on the first full moon following the vernal 
equinox. Early Christians celebrated Easter on different 
dates. At the end of the 2nd century, some churches 
celebrated Easter on the day of the Passover (an 
undesirable conflict with the Jewish festival), while others 
celebrated it on the following Sunday. 

In 325CE, the Council of Nicaea—where we also received the 
Nicene Creed prayed at Mass—established that Easter will be 
celebrated on the first Sunday after the first full moon 
occurring on or after the vernal equinox. And to standardize the 
calculation, the Church uses March 21 in the Gregorian Calendar 
as an “ecclesiastical approximation” for the vernal equinox. 

What Date is Easter?

Dive into the Gospel 
Can you imagine that moment? Can you imagine the stomach 
drop with dizzying realization: "It's all true. All of it is true! The 
past three years weren't a dream that ended horribly wrong." 
Can you imagine all the doubts and despair of the past days 
chased away like smoke on the wind by a rolled up burial 
cloth? By an empty tomb? 

It didn't start that way, of course. "'They have taken the Lord 
from the tomb, and we don't know where they put him.'" This 
frantic news from Mary Magdalene would have been another 
unexpected blow. After all that happened, now his body has 
been stolen? The love and devotion in Peter and John is 
apparent. They don't wait to collect more information or stop 

by the tomb when they have a chance. They run to the site. When is the last time you ran for 
something? This isn't a run for exercise, but a huffing and puffing bolt fueled by desperation. Can you 
imagine that moment? The fear pounding in their 
temples, matching their accelerated heart rate. Can 
you imagine the impatient affection of John, who 
outruns Peter but refuses to enter the tomb alone? 
And then, upon entry, "He saw and believed." 

This is the drama of our great feast! The promise that 
seemed lost has been found. The dead are raised. 
Long before the Easter eggs and ham, we are invited 
to meditate on this divine reality. We are invited to 
feel the desperation and joy of that first Easter Sunday 
deep in our bones. Because it is not just Mary's story. 
It's not Peter and John's story. It's our story. From the 
greatest defeat can come the most awe-inspiring 
victory, and this is true not just for our God, but for 
each one of us. He is risen indeed! Alleluia!

Becoming Catholic 
Are you seeking to explore the Catholic faith? 
The RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is 
the process by which the unbaptized, and 
baptized Christians of other faith traditions, may 
explore, discover, and deepen a relationship 
with our Lord Jesus Christ and enter into 
Christian discipleship lived in and strengthened 
through the sacraments of the Catholic Church. 
It is a ritual process, as opposed to a program, 
characterized by an awakening or conversion of 
the heart that leads one to a life of Christian 
discipleship. The sacraments of initiation are 
Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist. These 
sacraments are the foundations of the Christian 
life and through them, we enter into the mystery 
of Jesus Christ’s saving death and Resurrection. 

The RCIA process at Saint Brigid Parish exists 
year-round, so people may enter the process 
when they feel called. Our process consists of 
weekly sessions on Sunday mornings, following 
the 9 am Mass. It's very much an individual 
journey, walked with and supported by others in 
the faith community.
