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FROM FR. AMEH’S DESK

CALLED TO SERVE

The gospel reading of that evening, usually from St. John The Evangelist, focuses on an—
important message of the celebration of the Eucharist, i.e. the call to service. After he had
eaten with his disciples, Jesus picked up a basin and washed their feet. Back in the time
of Jesus, washing of the feet was the role of the servant of the house. Though  _
Jesus was the divine master, he chose to become the servant of all. Jesus _#
washed the feet of his disciples to remind them that as potential leaders , #
of the emerging community of believers, their role would be to serve
and not to be served. We cannot tell how well they understood that

message.

Those who aspire to become leaders in the Christian community today
are called to follow the servant leadership model of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who put the needs of his disciples first before his own. In the
words of Robert Greenleaf, “The first and most important choice a
leader makes is the choice to serve, without which one’s capacity to
lead is severely limited.” True and effective Christian leadership calls for
teamwork, dialogue, selfless service, patience, and due diligence.

When a dispute arose among the twelve disciples of Jesus concerning
the honor of sitting at places of power in Jesus’ kingdom, Jesus
called them and said to them: “You know that among the Gentiles
those whom they recognize as their rulers lord it over them, ;
and their great ones are tyrants over them. But it is not so
among you; but whoever wishes to become great among _ /i
you must be your servant, and whoever wishes to be first =
among you must be slave of all. For the Son of Man came
not to be served but to serve, and to give his life as
ransom for many” (Matthew 20:25-28).

Everyone has a birthday. The Bible doesn’t say anything about Mary’s birth, but we
know that she was born. Like all parents, Mary’s parents, Joachim and Ann, probably
took one look at their newborn daughter and knew that she was special.

Joachim and Ann loved God very much, and they were filled with gratitude to God for
the gift of a child. They raised Mary as a child of God, teaching her to love and serve
Him.
