     Football season is here again! There is an old 
movie, “Brian’s Song,” that tells the story of Chi-
cago Bears running back Brian Piccolo who 
suffered from terminal cancer. The story is based 
on running back Gale Sayers’ story of his friend-
ship with Brian. It is incorporated into Gale Say-
ers’ autobiography, “I Am Third.”  Sayers’ wrote, 
“God is first, my family is second, and I am third.”  
From all accounts, he has lived his life as such.  
Who or what is first in our lives? In today’s Gos-
pel from Luke, Jesus tells us we should put our 
rela!onship with God first in our lives. 
     Luke was from the ancient city of An!och in 
Syria, a major trading center of its !me. The Gos-
pel of Luke and the Acts of the Apostles are really 
a two-volume work. The Gospel today sounds 
harsh, but we have to examine it from the per-
spec!ve of the writer. We have to take into ac-
count to whom it was wri%en and when. From 
his wri!ngs, we can deduce that Luke was well 
educated in Greek and wrote mainly for the 
Greek-speaking readers of his !me. Some schol-
ars believe his Gospel was wri%en in the 60s be-
fore the Romans conquered Jerusalem and de-
stroyed the temple in AD 70.  Others date it 
much later—AD 80-90. In either case, it was a 
tense !me. The Romans occupied that part of the 
world, and the rela!ons between the Jewish peo-
ple and the Romans were always strained. 
     Luke gives us a historical perspec!ve of Chris!-
anity. He presents Chris!anity as a legi!mate 
form of worship. In Acts, he argues that it is a log-
ical development and fulfillment of salva!on his-
tory. He emphasizes the mercy and compassion 
of Jesus, but also calls the disciples to commit-
ment. 
     In today’s world, we face the same trials and 
tribula!ons that the early Chris!ans did. There 
are many circumstances beyond our control, and  
even beyond our sphere of influence. It can be 
very frustra!ng, but no one person can change 
the world. We are called to plant seeds within 
our families and within our immediate communi-
!es. We are called to live the Chris!an life and to 
teach others to do the same. In order to do that,
