Fourth Sunday of Lent, Year A
March 22, 2020

Today’s gospel tells us the story of Jesus
giving sight to a blind man — not only physical
sight, but also spiritual insight. As the story
begins, Jesus sees a blind man, and without the
blind man even asking, Jesus heals his blind-
ness. He anointed his eyes with mud and sent
him to wash and when he returned, he could
see.

Now, if this story was only about physical
healing, it could have ended right there with
the man now able to see. But it doesn’t end
there, because as usual in the Gospel of John,
there is a lot more to the story. Physical sight
came fairly quickly — the process of gaining
spiritual insight is much slower. When first
asked how he can now see, he says a man
called Jesus healed him, and when pressed to
say more he concludes that Jesus is a prophet.
But of course, the Pharisees do not consider
Jesus a prophet; in fact, they tell the once blind
man that Jesus is a sinner, because he broke
Sabbath laws. The man, however, insists that
Jesus must be from God or he would not have
had the power to heal.

The Pharisees, with good physical sight,
are nevertheless spiritually blind. They can-
not, or will not, see the presence of God acting
in their world even when it is right in front of
them. Angered that someone they considered
born in sin would have the courage to point
that out to them. They throw the once-blind
man out of the synagogue.

Then finally, Jesus finds the man and asks
him, “Do you believe in the Son of Man?”
The once-blind man now is open to Jesus
words, so Jesus reveals himself to the man.
The man now sees who Jesus truly is and says,
“I do believe, Lord,” and then he worshiped
him.

We are like this man. We too, were born
blind in a spiritual sense. We too have been
anointed and washed in the pool that is Bap-
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tism, and we too have been sent. Jesus is our
Light, and we are called to open ourselves to
his presence, to his word in our lives, humbly
accepting him into our lives — willing to follow
his invitation to greater faith and understand-
ing. But sometimes we are like the blind
man’s parents who didn’t want to get involved
or take risks. We are reluctant to put ourselves
on the line for important but unpopular issues.
And sometimes we are even like the Pharisees,
especially when we are reluctant to open our-
selves to God and his plan for us, because we
don’t want our preconceptions, prejudices, or
comfortable lifestyles challenged or changed.

On this Laetare Sunday, this 4™ Sunday of
Lent, we have come to the half-way point in
our Lenten journey, the half way point in this
time set aside for change, for re-evaluation, for
an opening of ourselves to God. Let us pray
for the courage of the blind man — that we
might not be afraid to see — that we might not
be afraid to see what it is God wants of us —
that we might not be afraid to see what it is
God calls us to be.
