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Dear Parishioners and Friends of Saint Joachim, 
 
There are a few events that had to be canceled due to the increased number of Covid-19 omicron infections. 
Our priest Winter Gathering was cancelled this past week. My Wiatava Lodge Banquet with the BSA’s  
Order of the Arrow was postponed. I was to give the Invocation. Many of us had to change our schedules 
around in some way due to increased infections of Covid. Many medical experts expect to see a significant decrease in    
omicron infections in February, starting in various parts of the country. In the meantime, we ask all parishioners attending 
Mass to wear a facemask while indoors, to sanitize their hands regularly, and if you feel ill, do not come to Mass. 
 
Father Miguel Angel was supposed to take some time off after Christmas but was diagnosed with Covid 19. He was isolated 
for 10 days. He will begin his vacation on January 19th and will return to the parish on February 3rd. Father Steve and I will 
“hold down the fort” while he is away. 
 
Recently, my mother Marjorie Hanifin was diagnosed with shingles. She is 93 years old and lives at Brookdale Nohl Ranch 
Senior Living in Anaheim Hills. The shingles appeared on her face and forehead, leaving swollen eyelids. Those who had 
chickenpox may develop shingles; it is unknown what reactivates the virus. A chickenpox vaccine in childhood or a shingles 
vaccine as an adult can minimize the risk of developing shingles. Physicians suggest those over 50 years of age should get 
the shingles vaccination. 
 
I wanted to give you a brief overview regarding the Restroom Construction project. We have been continuously working on 
this project for 3 years. We are still raising money – as of last week $563,152.49 has been raised. We are in discussions with 
the Diocesan Construction Office and are ready to put the project out to bid to construction companies – we will need three 
bids. We will submit a budget to the Diocese of Orange once a construction company has been selected.

Mientras tanto, les pedimos a 
todos los feligreses que asistan a misa que usen una máscara facial mientras estén en el interior, que se desinfecten las manos 
con regularidad y, si se sienten enfermos, no vengan a misa. 
 
Se suponía que el padre Miguel Ángel se tomaría un tiempo libre después de Navidad, pero le diagnosticaron Covid 19.   
Estuvo aislado durante 10 días. Comenzará sus vacaciones el 19 de Enero y regresará a la parroquia el 3 de Febrero. El padre 
Steve y yo “sostendremos el fuerte” mientras él no esté. 
 
Recientemente, a mi madre, Marjorie Hanifin, le diagnosticaron culebrilla. Tiene 93 años y vive en Brookdale Nohl Ranch 
Senior Living en Anaheim Hills. La culebrilla apareció en su rostro y frente, dejando los párpados hinchados. Aquellos que 
tuvieron varicela pueden desarrollar culebrilla; se desconoce qué reactiva el virus. Una vacuna contra la varicela en la niñez 
o una vacuna contra la culebrilla en la edad adulta pueden minimizar el riesgo de desarrollar culebrilla. Los médicos        
sugieren que las personas mayores de 50 años deben vacunarse contra la culebrilla. 
 
Quería darles una breve descripción del proyecto de construcción de baños. Hemos estado trabajando continuamente en este 
proyecto durante 3 años. Todavía estamos recaudando dinero: hasta la semana pasada se han recaudado $563,152.49.       
Estamos en conversaciones con la Oficina Diocesana de Construcción y estamos listos para presentar el proyecto a licitación 
de empresas constructoras; necesitaremos tres ofertas. Presentaremos un presupuesto a la Diócesis de Orange una vez que se 
haya seleccionado una empresa constructora.
