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How much prudence was necessary to educate a
God made child, ready to obey him (Saint Joseph)
for thirty years! Blessed William Joseph
Chaminade Prudence is a great virtue that aims to
dictate what we have to do in each particular case.
It is the most important of all moral virtues, after
the virtue of religion. Its influence extends to all
the others, signaling them the right measure, so
that they do not deviate towards their disorderly
extremes. Prudence is the "chief of all virtues." Its
function is to govern the other cardinal virtues
(temperance, justice and fortitude). Without
prudence, a person would be too permissive or too
severe. Prudence acts as a guide and "charioteer"
helping the soul to avoid wrong extremes. The
prudence of Saint Joseph was supernatural which
is different from human prudence. Human
prudence leads a person to avoid difficulty,
suffering, and extreme work, while supernatural
prudence does not seek to avoid suffering, but
embraces the cross out of love, always striving to
achieve the highest good. an José teaches us that
prudence is knowing correctly the things that have
to be done; or more broadly said, the knowledge of
the things that must be done and those that must be
avoided.
