In his autobiography, “The Story of My Experiments with Truth,” Mahatma Gandhi mentions the
“Sermon on the Mount” as one of the main religious works that inspired him to search for ways of
bringing about political freedom for India by non violent resistance to oppression. He writes: “I came to
see that the Sermon on the Mount was the whole of Christianity for one who wanted to live a Christian
life. It is that sermon that has endeared Jesus to me." In 1947, when British India was divided into Hindu India and
Muslim Pakistan, Mahatma Gandhi went on a hunger strike to end the communal violence which had erupted between
Hindu and Moslem fanatics in the Indo-Pakistan Border States. During this time, a Hindu fanatic came to him and
confessed, "I will surely go to hell and no one can save me." Gandhi asked the man why he thought he was doomed to
hell. The man replied that he was a Hindu, and that Muslims had killed his child during a riot. In revenge, he had
slaughtered a Muslim child and his parents, but felt very guilty afterwards. Gandhi said, "I know one way to save you
from going to hell. “Find a Muslim child who has lost his parents, take him home, bring him up and educate him so
that he grows up as a Muslim in your Hindu family. Then you won't go to hell.” “When Mohandas Gandhi was gunned
down in 1948, his last gesture was to press his palms together and raise it to his lips in the Hindu sign of forgiveness.
Martin Luther King was a great admirer of Gandhi. When a gang of racial fanatics set fire to King’s house, an
Afro-American mob gathered, ready to take revenge. But he told them, "When you live by the rule ‘an eye for an eye,
a tooth for a tooth,' you end up with a nation of blind and toothless people.” Then he led the gathering in prayer for
the white brothers who had burned his house. That is what the "Amazing Grace" of forgiveness, the central theme of
today’s readings, is all about.

Do you remember Reginald Denny who was beaten senseless, almost to death, in Los Angeles? The attack on
Reginald Denny was an incident in the 1992 Los Angeles riots in which Reginald Denny, a white construction truck
driver, was beaten nearly to death by a group of black assailants who came to be known as the "L.A. Four". We re-
member the trial, the riots, and the controversy. But do you remember the fact that in the courtroom he was with the
families of those who had beaten him? He had gathered together with them in their homes and had gotten to know
them because he realized the only hope for the world was for us to forgive our aggressors. Outside the courtroom, after
Denny pronounced forgiveness on those who harmed him, one newspaper man simply said, "Remember Mr. Denny
had brain damage ..." So, we call someone brain-damaged who simply follows the = command to love our enemies!

When Osama Bin Laden was still alive, a little girl came home from Sunday School and asked her father if she could
send a note to Osama Bin Laden. “Why him?” asked her startled father. “Because,” said the little girl, “if Mr. Bin
Laden got a nice note from a little American girl, maybe he’d think that we’re not all bad and he might start liking us a
little. And then maybe he’d write a note back and come out of his cave and talk to people about our differences.”
“Suzie,” said the proud father, “that’s a wonderful idea. “ ”Yes,” said Suzie, “and once he’s out of the cave, the Ma-
rines could blast him.” I hope Suzie didn’t get that idea at Sunday School.

The preacher's Sunday sermon was, "Forgive Your Enemies." He asked, “How many have forgiven their enemies?"
About half held up their hands. He then repeated the question. This time about eighty percent held up their hands. He
then repeated his question a third time. The entire congregation held up their hands except one elderly lady. "Mrs.
Jones," the preacher asked, "aren't you willing to forgive your enemies?" "I don't have any" she replied. "That is
very unusual”, the preacher said. "How old are you?" "Ninety-three.” "Mrs. Jones, please come to the front and tell the
congregation how a person cannot have an enemy in the world." The little sweetheart of a lady tottered down the aisle,
and said: "It's easy; I just outlived all those rascals."

There’s a story told of a husband and wife both of whom were doctors - one a doctor of theology and the other a
doctor of medicine. When their doorbell was rung and the maid answered, the inquirer would often ask for "the
doctor". The maid’s interesting reply was: "Do you want the one who preaches or the one who practices?"

Irish prayer: There is an old Irish blessing that goes like this, “May God bless those who love us. And those who do
not love us, may He turn their hearts. And if He does not turn their hearts, may He turn their ankles so we may know
them by their limping.”

En su autobiografia, "La historia de mis experimentos con la verdad", Mahatma Gandhi menciona el "Sermon
de la Montafia" como una de las principales obras religiosas que lo inspiraron a buscar formas de lograr la
libertad politica para la India mediante la resistencia no violenta a la opresi()n Escribe: “Llegué a ver que
P. Joseph A. Sebastian e] Sermon del Monte era todo el cristianismo para quien deseaba vivir una vida cristiana. Es ese sermon
SVD, Pastor lo que me ha hecho querer a Jests". En 1947, cuando la India britanica se dividio en la India hindd y el
Pakistdn musulman, Mahatma Gandhi inici6 una huelga de hambre para poner fin a la violencia comunitaria que habia esta-
llado entre fanaticos hindies y musulmanes en los estados fronterizos de Indo-Pakistan. Durante ese tiempo, un fanatico
hindu se le acerco y le confeso: "Seguramente iré al infierno y nadie podra salvarme". Gandhi le pregunté al hombre por
qué pensaba que estaba condenado al infierno. El hombre respondié que era hindfl y que los musulmanes habian matado a su
hijo durante un motin, en venganza, habia asesinado a un nifio musulman y a sus padres, pero después se sintio6 muy
culpable y dijo: "Conozco una manera de salvarte de ir al infierno. “Encuentren a un nifilo musulman que haya perdido a sus
padres, 1lévenlo a casa, crienlo y eduquenlo para que crezca como musulman en su familia hindi. Entonces no iras al
infierno." Cuando Mohandas Gandhi fue asesinado a tiros en 1948, su ultimo gesto fue juntar las palmas de las manos y
llevarselas a los labios en el signo hindu del perdon.
Martin Luther King fue un gran admirador de Gandhi. Cuando una pandilla de fanaticos raciales prendi6 fuego a la casa de
King, se reunio una turba afroamericana, lista para vengarse. Pero €l les dijo: "Cuando se vive segun la regla 'ojo por ojo,
diente por diente', se termina con una nacion de gente ciega y desdentada". Luego dirigi6 la reunioén en oracion por los
hermanos blancos que habian quemado su casa. De eso se trata la "Gracia Asombrosa" del perdon, el tema central de las
lecturas de hoy.

¢Recuerdas a Reginald Denny, quien fue golpeado hasta dejarlo sin sentido, casi hasta la muerte, en Los Angeles? El ataque
a Reginald Denny fue un incidente en los disturbios de Los Angeles de 1992 en el que Regmald Denny, un camionero de
construccion blanco, fue golpeado casi hasta la muerte por un grupo de asaltantes negros que llegaron a ser conocidos como
los "Cuatro de Los Angeles Recordamos el juicio, los disturbios y la polémica. ;Pero recuerda que en la sala del tribunal
estaba con las familias de quienes lo golpearon? Se habia reunido con ellos en sus casas y los habia conocido porque se dio
cuenta de que la Unica esperanza para el mundo era que perdonaramos a nuestros agresores. Afuera de la sala del tribunal,
después de que Denny pronun01o perdon a quienes lo habian lastimado, un periodista s1mp1emente dijo: "Recuerden que el
Sr. Denny tenia dafio cerebral..." Entonces, jllamamos a alguien con dano cerebral a quien simplemente sigue la orden de
amar a nuestros enemigos!

Cuando Osama Bin Laden todavia estaba vivo, una nifia lleg6 a casa de la escuela dominical y le pregunt6 a su padre si
podia enviarle una nota a Osama Bin Laden. “;Por qué é1?” preguntd su padre sorprendido. “Porque”, dijo la nifa, “si el
sefor Bin Laden recibiera una linda nota de una pequea nifa estadounidense, tal vez pensaria que no todos somos malos y
podriamos empezar a agradarle un poco. Y luego tal vez escribiria una nota y saldria de su cueva y hablaria con la gente
sobre nuestras diferencias”. “Suzie”, dijo el orgulloso padre, “es una idea maravillosa. “Si”, dijo Suzie, “y una vez que salga
de la cueva, las Fuerza Naval podrian destruirlo”. Espero que a Suzie no se le haya ocurrido esa idea en la escuela
dominical.

El sermén dominical del predicador fue: "Perdona a tus enemigos". Pregunt6: ";Cuantos han perdonado a sus enemigos?"
Aproximadamente la mitad levant6 las manos. Luego repitid la pregunta. Esta vez alrededor del ochenta por ciento levantd
las manos. Luego repiti6 su pregunta por tercera vez. Toda la congregacion levanto las manos, excepto una sefiora mayor.
Jones", pregunt6 el predicador, ";no estas dispuesto a perdonar a tus enemigos?" "No tengo ninguno", respondié ella. "Eso
es muy inusual”, dijo el predicador. ";Cuantos afios tiene?" "Noventa y tres". "Sefiora. Jones, por favor pase al frente y
digale a la congregacion que una persona no puede tener un enemigo en el mundo". La pequefia y encantadora dama se
tambaleo por el pasillo y dijo: "Es facil; Simplemente sobrevivi a todos esos sinvergiienzas".

Se cuenta la historia de un marido y una mujer que eran médicos, uno doctor en teologia y el otro doctor en medicina.
Cuando sonaba el timbre y respondia la criada, la persona que preguntaba solia preguntar por "el médico". La interesante
respuesta de la criada fue: ";Quieres al que predica o al que practica?"
