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Lent is an intense retreat, a forty-day period of 
reflection and penance that prepares us to 
celebrate the passion, death and resurrection of 
Christ. Our communication with God and our 
awareness of him is the purpose of prayer. Setting 
aside extra time each day helps intensify the season. 
Prayer includes daily Mass, Stations of the Cross, 
communal penance services and private confession. 
Making restitution for sin as well as disciplining our 
hearts and minds to focus on God is the purpose of 
penance. It helps us restore a sense of balance to 
our souls, thrown off kilter by sin. Penance includes 
personal sacrifice, self-denial, fasting, almsgiving 
and charitable works. 
 

Finally, spiritual practices help us sharpen our 
understanding and insight into the meaning and 
understanding of our faith. When you take your 
faith seriously, you do what is necessary to follow 
Jesus more closely, to integrate your life and your 
faith more carefully.

MESSAGE FROM FR. DAN 

1st Sunday of Lent 
Where are we at as a parish?  I have been thinking about this topic quite a bit in the last few 
months.  We have accomplished so much in the last five years.  In May, St. Juan Diego 
church will be five years old.   That project was a work twelve years in the making.  When we 
built the new church it was a 7.2 million dollar project.  When we opened, our mortgage was 
3.9 million dollars. With all your generous support today the balance is only 2.6 million.  We 
are on track to pay off that mortgage in about 7 years.       
About five years ago I invited the Carmelite sisters from India to serve our community and 
teach in the school.  They have brought a wonderful witness to our school and served our 

sick and homebound with a beautiful faithfulness.   Five years ago I met another religious community that I 
invited to serve here as well.  While I made the invitation for another group of Sisters, it was really in God’s 
hands.  About three months ago the Mother Superior of the Comunicadoras, Mother Gabriela visited and offered 
to send a group of her sisters to evangelize in our community.  She agreed to send up to 6 sisters to serve here in 
Chandler. The first two sisters have arrived and are preparing the way for the others.  Stay tuned for more of our 
future plans.
