FROM THE DESK OF DN. CHUCK... 

 

“They Prostrated 

Themselves and Did Him 

Homage” 

The Epiphany of the Lord, 

2022 

 

What an intimate picture this 

passage from our Gospel reading of today 

paints in our mind.  This is so much more telling 

than if it had read, “They visited and knelt 

before him.”  The use of the terms ‘prostrate 

and homage’ adds meaning and creates for us 

a visual that brings home what the event is all 

about. 

 

To prostrate is to give oneself up in submission 

or adoration.  In the Rites of the Church, clergy 

prostrate themselves at the Altar on Good 

Friday and during the Litany of Saints at their 

Ordination.  While this is a literal act and 

requires a physical positioning, we should 

always practice prostration as a spiritual act for 

our Christ.  It is in our interest as a person and 

as a community to submit ourselves to Christ 

and to do his will in all our works.  We 

accomplish that when we pay homage to Him 

and to his Father.  The act of paying homage is 

to acknowledge you are a servant of one 

greater than yourself.   

 

In this world, we give respect and honor to 

those who are our co-workers, bosses, parents, 

spouses, and others; but prostrating and paying 

homage should be reserved for Christ and the 

Father.  The Magi were not Jewish, they were 

Gentiles.  Their act of seeking the Christ child 

and paying homage brought the world into the 

oneness of Christ and gave us all hope for our 

salvation.   

 

On this day, the Epiphany of 

the Lord, may we all discover 

the true wonderfulness of 

Christ and vow to prostrate 

ourselves and pay homage 

forever and ever.
