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LITURGICAL FOCUS
Is Christ the King of Our Hearts?

We don't have much familiarity with kingship in modern
American society. Kings tend to make us uneasy.
Presidents, on the other hand — we can handle those
because we know we are a president's boss. We can vote
a president in and out. But with kings, it is profoundly
different; we don't get to say who is king. We should
reflect carefully on whether or not we have made Jesus
Christ king in our hearts, or whether we regard him as a
president. Subjects do not demand anything of a king. They
beseech. They entreat. They submit, and they accept. Do we
demand of Christ, or do we beseech? Do we tolerate God's
edicts with grumbling, or do we embrace His word as the
means of reconciliation with Him? It's worth remembering that
Jesus Christ is the King of the Universe.
