LITURGICAL FOCUS 
The Conversion of St. Paul of Tarsus  
St. Paul the Apostle, originally named Saul, was 
an intelligent and zealous Jewish scholar and 
Pharisee who fiercely persecuted the first 
Christian converts among the Jews. While on 
his way to Damascus to arrest Christians, he 
received a vision of the resurrected Christ. 
Jesus rebuked him for his actions and struck 
him blind, and through this encounter St. Paul 
was converted. He then used his zeal to spread 
the Gospel of Jesus Christ, especially to the 
Gentiles. St. Paul was martyred in Rome in the year 65 A.D. The 
feast day of St. Paul’s conversion is celebrated on January 25.

Jesús lo reprendió por sus acciones 
y lo dejó ciego, y a través de este encuentro 
San Pablo se convirtió. Luego usó su celo para 
difundir el Evangelio de Jesucristo, 

especialmente a los gentiles. San Pablo fue martirizado en 
Roma en el año 65 d.C. La fiesta de la conversión de San Pablo
