FROM THE PASTOR

Jesus said to the crowd, "...Take care to guard against all greed, for though one may be rich, one's life does not consist of
possessions..." St. Teresa of Avila would often pray, "Lord, contradict me." When I told my extended family I wanted to become
a priest, an aunt of mine questioned the wisdom of my decision. So, I asked her what she considered to be important in life. In
a very high pitch voice, she screamed out one word: "MONEY!" "Without money you are worth nothing”. Your opinion is
worth nothing. Without money people will step all over you. They will take advantage of you. Money earns respect, especially
in America!" Now, I fully understood what she was trying to tell me. Unfortunately, she knew not what she was saying.

Malala Yousafzai, the 16-year-old girl from Pakistan, who was shot in the head by the Taliban for advocating education for girls,
spoke at the World Bank in Washington. Faculty members at George Washington University created curriculum tools to
accompany her book, "I Am Malala." She was also awarded the Harvard University's prestigious humanitarian of the year award and the Noble Peace
Prize.

Money, like the military, is not a bad thing. But if it is used incorrectly, it can be very damaging to oneself and to others. Hence, money, like guts and/
or humility, must always be considered a means to a happy end. The happy end being heaven. If not, then it becomes a poison to life and a spoiler of
happiness. Today's parable makes this crystal clear. A rich man had a very successful harvest.. Now instead of sharing it with his children
or neighbors, he decided to build a larger barn and store it all for himself. Little did he know his life would be taken from him that very night. Is my life
tied to my wealth and/or health? Do I consider my wealth and/or health the source of my security and peace? If so, then "Lord, contradict me." Peace
Through Faith. We often pray for peace. And yet peace continues to elude us. We lack it both in our personal lives and as a nation. Maybe the reason
for it is because peace is tied to faith, a thing we have very little of these days. St. Paul tells us: "Abraham did not doubt God's promise in unbelief;
rather, he was empowered by faith and gave glory to God and was fully convinced that what God had promised he was also able to do" (Rom 4:20).
Lord, increase my faith so I may see the impossible and do the unbelievable!

I think the problem is we don't know how to pray. We pray for health because we think it will bring us peace of mind. But maybe we should pray Thy
Will be done, so that there is in us an increase in faith, hope and love. We pray for money, thinking it will bring us closer to security. But maybe we
should pray for faith and humility so that it brings us closer to all humanity. Or maybe the problem is we don't know what to work for. We want to
see an end to world hunger, so we work hard at promoting abortion. Or we seek an end to war, but do not take the time to understand history,
traditions, and cultures. We say we want peace but are constantly ordering drone attacks. Lord, contradict us. Well, the Good News is He is. You see
contradictions everywhere: wealthy nations and high suicide rates; wealthy couples with very angry children; millions of self-esteem programs and a
sharp increase in teen bullying and STD's; teens connected at a rate like never before and the rate of depression seen like never before; villages coming
together to combat just about everything and families falling apart for just about any reason. For some of us, it is happening right now. For others, it
is just a matter of time. The bad news is...We won't acknowledge the problem! What are we waiting for? Why are we so hesitant? What are we not
convinced of, yet? We need to think as God thinks, not as humans. Let's start now. Let's not wait for the Lord to do it for us. Let's do it now. We need
to be more like the Son of God, not the Son of Adam.

Mot de notre Aumonier

Bien aimés fréres et sceurs, chers amis,

Que de familles, méme chrétiennes, déchirées pour des questions d’héritage !

Dans I'évangile de ce 18e Dimanche du Temps ordinaire, Jésus appuie sur un point sensible. Mais ce n’est pas pour nous faire mal, c’est
pour nous soigner ! Il nous est bon de réentendre cet évangile alors que nous baignons dans un monde trés matérialiste. Dans I’évan-
gile, ce qui pose probléme, ce ne sont pas les biens en tant que tels mais l'attitude qu’ils entrainent en nous si nous n’y prenons pas
garde. A un certain moment, 'argent peut hélas déterminer nos attitudes. Il devient un maitre et nous ses esclaves. L’évangile de ce
jour peut nous aider a réaffirmer 3 priorités :

e  Lapriorité de Dieu sur I'argent,
e  Lapriorité du ciel sur la terre,
e  Etlapriorité de I'altruisme par rapport a I'égoisme et I'égocentrisme.

Qu’est-ce qui est premier : Dieu ou I'argent ?
Par sa question — « Maitre, dis a mon frére de partager avec moi notre héritage. » - ’homme de Iévangile donne I'impression d’instrumentaliser Jésus
pour régler son probléme avec son frére.

SiJésus répond de fagon un peu rude, c’est pour I'aider a bien comprendre que Dieu n’est pas au service de nos affaires temporelles. Bien sir, cela ne
veut pas dire qu’on ne peut pas prier Dieu pour les questions temporelles qui nous préoccupent, mais seulement dans la mesure ot les priorités sont
claires : Dieu, premier servi. Il arrive hélas bien souvent dans notre vie que les choses ne soient pas bien en place, que les priorités ne soient pas dans le
bon ordre. Ici ’homme, sans s’en rendre compte, tend a intervertir les moyens et la fin. D’ailleurs, dans sa sagesse, le langage dit bien de quelqu'un qui
est riche : « il a les moyens ». Il ne dit pas : « il a la fin, le but.

Nous sommes appelés a renverser un certain nombre de nos perspectives, un peu comme Marie le dit dans son magnificat. A un autre endroit, Jésus le
dit tres clairement : « Nul ne peut servir deux maitres : ou bien il haira I'un et aimera I'autre, ou bien il s’attachera a I'un et méprisera 'autre. Vous ne
pouvez pas servir a la fois Dieu et 'Argent. » (Mt 6, 24 ; cf. Luc 16, 13). Cette priorité de Dieu sur 'argent doit se concrétiser dans notre vie. C’est I'un
des enjeux du dimanche o1 'on doit manifester que Dieu a la premiére place par rapport au business. Bien entendu, il n’est pas question des services a la
personne. I y a aussi tout le domaine de la finance qui s’érige souvent en un dieu (idole) auquel on sacrifie tout, y compris les personnes.

Quelle priorité : la vie sur terre ou la vie éternelle ?

Savoir bien investir : pour du durable, pas pour de I'éphémeére. Or, dans notre vie, il nous arrive d’investir beaucoup de forces dans des choses qui n’en
valent pas la peine : Vanité des vanités. Quel est le poids d’éternité de ce que nous faisons ? Il ne s’agit pas tant de nos actions en tant que telles, d'un
point de vue matériel, que de leur finalité et de la maniére dont nous les accomplissons. Jésus nous invite donc a mieux clarifier nos objectifs, le sens que
nous donnons a notre vie. Le probléme de ’homme riche de la parabole n’est pas d’amasser des richesses ; Jésus ne lui reproche méme pas d’étre égoiste.
Mais ce propriétaire oublie I'enjeu et le sens de sa vie. Il désire « se reposer », il veut demeurer en paix « pour de nombreuses années ». Est-ce 1a le but de
sa vie ? Saint Paul nous invite & mettre en premier les réalités d’en-haut. Qu’est-ce que sont ces "réalités d’en-haut", c’est la bienveillance, '’humilité, la
douceur, la patience, le pardon mutuel... Ce qu’il appelle les réalités terrestres, c’est la débauche, I'impureté, la passion, la cupidité, la convoitise...Quelle
est la plus grande richesse de ’homme ? Son cceur.

Comme le dit le Pape Frangois « La vraie richesse, c’est 'amour de Dieu partagé avec nos fréres. » Que Marie nous aide a mettre les bonnes priorités et a
avoir un coeur grand, un coeur qui aime.

Bon Dimanche a tous et a chacun !
