VII. THE GRACE OF BAPTISM

1262 The different effects of Baptism are signified by the perceptible elements of
the sacramental rite. Immersion in water symbolizes not only death and purifica-
tion, but also regeneration and renewal. Thus the two principal effects are purifica-
tion from sins and new birth in the Holy Spirit.85

For the forgiveness of sins . ..

1263 By Baptism all sins are forgiven, original sin and all personal sins, as well as
all punishment for sin.% In those who have been reborn nothing remains that
would impede their entry into the Kingdom of God, neither Adam's sin, nor person-
al sin, nor the consequences of sin, the gravest of which is separation from God.
1264 Yet certain temporal consequences of sin remain in the baptized, such as suffering,
ilness, death, and such fraities inherent in life as weaknesses of character, and so on, as well
as an inclination to sin that Tradition calls concupiscence, or metaphorically, "the tinder for
sin" (fomes peccat]); since concupiscence "is left for us to wrestle with, it cannot harm those
who do not consent but manfully resist it by the grace of Jesus Christ " Indeed, "an athlete is
not crowned unless he competes acoording fo the rules. "

"A new creature"

1265 Baptism not only purifies from all sins, but also makes the neophyte "a new
creature," an adopted son of God, who has become a "partaker of the divine na-
ture,"®® member of Christ and co-heir with him, and a temple of the Holy Spirit.™
1266 The Most Holy Trinity gives the baptized sanctifying grace, the grace

of justification:

- enabling them to believe in God, to hope in him, and to love him through the
theological virtues;

- giving them the power to live and act under the prompting of the Holy Spirit
through the gifts of the Holy Spirit; - allowing them to grow in goodness through
the moral virtues.

VII. La gracia del Bautismo

1262 Los distintos efectos del Bautismo son significados por los elementos sensi-
bles del rito sacramental. La inmersion en el agua evoca los simbolismos de la
muerte y de la purificacion, pero también los de la regeneracion y de la reno-
vacion. Los dos efectos principales, por tanto, son la purificacion de los pecados
y el nuevo nacimiento en el Espiritu Santo.

Para la remision de los pecados...

1263 Por el Bautismo, fodos los pecados son perdonados, el pecado original y
todos los pecados personales asi como todas las penas del pecado. En efecto,
en los que han sido regenerados no permanece nada que les impida entrar en el
Reino de Dios, ni el pecado de Adan, ni el pecado personal, ni las consecuencias
del pecado, la més grave de las cuales es la separacion de Dios.

1264 No obstante, en el bautizado permanecen ciertas consecuencias tempora-
les del pecado, como los sufrimientos, la enfermedad, la muerte o las fragilidades
inherentes a la vida como las debilidades de carécter, etc., asi como una incli-
nacion al pecado que la Tradicion llama concupiscencia, 0 metaféricamen-

te fomes peccati; «La concupiscencia, dejada para el combate, no puede dafiar a
los que no la consienten y la resisten con coraje por la gracia de Jesucristo.
Antes bien "el que legitimamente luchare, sera coronado”.

“Una criatura nueva”

1265 EI Bautismo no solamente purifica de todos los pecados, hace también del
nedfito "una nueva creatura”, un hijo adoptivo de Dios que ha sido hecho
"participe de la naturaleza divina", miembro de Cristo, coheredero con El y tem-
plo del Espiritu Santo.

1266 La Santisima Trinidad da al bautizado la gracia santificante, la gracia de la
justificacion que :

— le hace capaz de creer en Dios, de esperar en El y de amarlo mediante

las virtudes teologales;

—le concede poder vivir y obrar bajo la mocion del Espiritu Santo mediante

los dones del Espiritu Santo;

— le permite crecer en el bien mediante las virtudes morales.

Asi todo el organismo de la vida sobrenatural del cristiano tiene su raiz en el
santo Bautismo

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Thus the whole organism of the Christian's supernatural life has its roots in
Baptism.

Incorporated into the Church, the Body of Christ

1267 Baptism makes us members of the Body of Christ: "Therefore . . .
we are members one of another."72 Baptism incorporates us into the
Church. From the baptismal fonts is born the one People of God of the
New Covenant, which transcends all the natural or human limits of na-
tions, cultures, races, and sexes: "For by one Spirit we were all baptized
into one body."3

1268 The baptized have become "living stones" to be "built into a spiritu-
al house, to be a holy priesthood."7* By Baptism they share in the priest-
hood of Christ, in his prophetic and royal mission. They are "a chosen
race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God's own people, that [they]
may declare the wonderful deeds of him who called [them] out of dark-
ness into his marvelous light."7> Baptism gives a share in the common
priesthood of all believers.

1269 Having become a member of the Church, the person baptized
belongs no longer to himself, but to him who died and rose for us.”® From
now on, he is called to be subject to others, to serve them in the commu-
nion of the Church, and to "obey and submit" to the Church's leaders,
holding them in respect and affection.” Just as Baptism is the source of
responsibilities and duties, the baptized person also enjoys rights within
the Church: to receive the sacraments, to be nourished with the Word of
God and to be sustained by the other spiritual helps of the Church.™
1270 "Reborn as sons of God, [the baptized] must profess before men
the faith they have received from God through the Church" and partici-
pate in the apostolic and missionary activity of the People of God.8

The sacramental bond of the unity of Christians

1271 Baptism constitutes the foundation of communion among all Chris-
tians, including those who are not yet in full communion with the Catholic
Church: "For men who believe in Christ and have been properly baptized
are put in some, though imperfect, communion with the Catholic Church.
Justified by faith in Baptism, [they] are incorporated into Christ; they
therefore have a right to be called Christians, and with good reason are
accepted as brothers by the children of the Catholic Church."8" "Baptism
therefore constitutes the sacramental bond of unity existing among all who through
it are rebom."s2

An indelible spiritual mark . . .

1272 Incorporated into Christ by Baptism, the person baptized is config-
ured to Christ. Baptism seals the Christian with the indelible spiritual
mark (character) of his belonging to Christ. No sin can erase this mark,
even if sin prevents Baptism from bearing the fruits of salvation.8® Given
once for all, Baptism cannot be repeated.

1273 Incorporated into the Church by Baptism, the faithful have received
the sacramental character that consecrates them for Christian religious
worship.# The baptismal seal enables and commits Christians to serve
God by a vital participation in the holy liturgy of the Church and to exercise
their baptismal priesthood by the witness of holy lives and practical charity.85
1274 The Holy Spirit has marked us with the seal of the Lord
("Dominicus character") "for the day of redemption."® "Baptism indeed is
the seal of eternal life."” The faithful Christian who has "kept the seal"
until the end, remaining faithful to the demands of his Baptism, will be
able to depart this life "marked with the sign of faith,"s with his baptismal
faith, in expectation of the blessed vision of God - the consummation of
faith - and in the hope of resurrection.

Incorporados a la Iglesia, Cuerpo de Cristo

1267 El Bautismo hace de nosotros miembros del Cuerpo de Cristo. "Por
tanto somos miembros los unos de los otros". EI Bautismo incorpora a la
llesia. De las fuentes bautismales nace el Unico pueblo de Dios de la Nueva
Alianza que trasciende todos los limites naturales o humanos de las nacio-
nes, las culturas, las razas y los sexos: "Porque en un solo Espiritu hemos
sido todos bautizados, para no formar méas que un cuerpo”.

1268 Los bautizados vienen a ser "piedras vivas" para "edificacion de un edi-
ficio espiritual, para un sacerdocio santo". Por el Bautismo participan del sa-
cerdocio de Cristo, de su mision profética y real, son "linaje elegido, sacerdo-
cio real, nacion santa, pueblo adquirido, para anunciar las alabanzas de
aquel que os ha llamado de las tinieblas a su admirable Iuz". EI Bautismo
hace participar en el sacerdocio comtin de los fieles.

1269 Hecho miembro de la Iglesia, el bautizado ya no se pertenece a si mis-
mo, sino al que murid y resucitd por nosotros. Por tanto, esté llamado a so-
meterse a los demas, a servirles en la comunion de la Iglesia, y a ser "obe-
diente y dcil" a los pastores de la Iglesia y a considerarlos con respeto y
afecto. Del mismo modo que el Bautismo es la fuente de responsabilidades y
deberes, el bautizado goza también de derechos en el seno de la Iglesia:
recibir los sacramentos, ser alimentado con la palabra de Dios y ser soste-
nido por los otros auxilios espirituales de la Iglesia.

1270 Los bautizados "renacidos [por el bautismo] como hijos de Dios estan
obligados a confesar delante de los hombres la fe que recibieron de Dios por
medio de la Iglesia y de participar en la actividad apostdlica y misionera del
Pueblo de Dios .

Vinculo sacramental de la unidad de los cristianos

1271 El Bautismo constituye el fundamento de la comunion entre todos
los cristianos, € incluso con los que todavia no estan en plena comunién
con la Iglesia catdlica: "Los que creen en Cristo y han recibido valid-
amente el Bautismo estan en una cierta comunion, aunque no perfecta,
con la Iglesia catdlica. Justificados por la fe en el Bautismo, se han incor-
porado a Cristo; por tanto, con todo derecho se honran con el nombre de
cristianos y son reconocidos con razén por los hijos de la Iglesia catdlica
como hermanos del Sefior". "Por consiguiente, el bautismo constituye

un vinculo sacramental de unidad, vigente entre los que han sido regen-
erados por él".

Sello espiritual indeleble...

1272 Incorporado a Cristo por el Bautismo, el bautizado es configurado
con Cristo. El Bautismo imprime en el cristiano un sello espiritual indele-
ble (character) de su pertenencia a Cristo. Este sello no es borrado por
ninguin pecado, aunque el pecado impida al Bautismo dar frutos de sal-
vacion. Dado una vez por todas, el Bautismo no puede ser reiterado.
1273 Incorporados a la Iglesia por el Bautismo, los fieles han recibido el
caracter sacramental que los consagra para el culto religioso cristiano. El
se-llo bautismal capacita y compromete a los cristianos a servir a Dios
mediante una participacion viva en la santa Liturgia de la Iglesia y a
ejercer su sacerdocio bautismal por el testimonio de una vida santa y de
una caridad eficaz.

1274 El "sello del Sefior", es el sello con que el Espiritu Santo nos ha
marcado "para el dia de la redencién”. "El Bautismo, en efecto, es el
sello de la vida eterna”. El fiel que "guarde el sello" hasta el fin, es decir,
que permanezca fiel a las exigencias de su Bautismo, podra morir mar-
cado con "el signo de la fe", con la fe de su Bautismo, en la espera de la
vision bienaventurada de Dios —consumacion de la fe—y en la es-
peranza de la resurreccion.
