1. The Beginning  

1542-1784 

Portuguese explorer Juan Cabrillo navigated the 

coast of California in 1542. What did he call pre-

sent day San Pedro Bay? 

"Bahia de los Fumos"— "Bay of the Smokes." Not 

because of any smog, but because of the smoke 

generated by the campfires of the native American 

Indians. 

Who greeted Cabrillo when he was off the coast of 

what is now San Pedro? 

The native Tongva or Kizh (pronounced "Keech")  

canoed out to Cabrillo's ship and invited him 

ashore, but he declined the invite. (The names 

Tongva and Kizh refer to the same tribe of native 

Americans. Tongva was first used in 1903 but some 

scholars prefer Kizh.)

Marriage in the Lord 
1612 The nuptial covenant between God and his 
people Israel had prepared the way for the new 
and everlasting covenant in which the Son of 
God, by becoming incarnate and giving his life, 
has united to himself in a certain way all mankind 
saved by him, thus preparing for "the wedding-
feast of the Lamb."

 

 

1613 On the threshold of his public life Jesus 
performs his first sign - at his mother's request - 
during a wedding feast. The Church attaches 
great importance to Jesus' presence at the wed-
ding at Cana. She sees in it the confirmation of 
the goodness of marriage and the proclamation 
that thenceforth marriage will be an efficacious 
sign of Christ's presence. 
 

1614 In his preaching Jesus unequivocally 
taught the original meaning of the union of man 
and woman as the Creator willed it from the be-
ginning: permission given by Moses to divorce 
one's wife was a concession to the hardness of 
hearts.

106
 The matrimonial union of man and 

woman is indissoluble: God himself has deter-
mined it "what therefore God has joined together, 
let no man put asunder."

 

 

1615 This unequivocal insistence on the indissol-
ubility of the marriage bond may have left some 
perplexed and could seem to be a demand im-
possible to realize. However, Jesus has not 
placed on spouses a burden impossible to bear, 
or too heavy - heavier than the Law of Moses. By 
coming to restore the original order of creation 
disturbed by sin, he himself gives the strength 
and grace to live marriage in the new dimension 
of the Reign of God. It is by following Christ, re-
nouncing themselves, and taking up their cross-
es that spouses will be able to "receive" the origi-
nal meaning of marriage and live it with the help 
of Christ. This grace of Christian marriage is a 
fruit of Christ's cross, the source of all Christian life. 
 
1616 This is what the Apostle Paul makes clear 
when he says: "Husbands, love your wives, as 
Christ loved the church and gave himself up for 
her, that he might sanctify her," adding at once: 
"'For this reason a man shall leave his father and 
mother and be joined to his wife, and the two 
shall become one. This is a great mystery, and I 
mean in reference to Christ and the Church."

El matrimonio en el Señor 
1612 La alianza nupcial entre Dios y su pueblo 
Israel había preparado la Nueva y Eterna Alianza 
mediante la que el Hijo de Dios, encarnándose y 
dando su vida, se unió en cierta manera con toda 
la humanidad salvada por Él, preparando así "las 
bodas del cordero". 

 
1613 En el umbral de su vida pública, Jesús rea-
liza su primer signo —a petición de su Madre— 
con ocasión de un banquete de boda. La Iglesia 
concede una gran importancia a la presencia de 
Jesús en las bodas de Caná. Ve en ella la confir-
mación de la bondad del matrimonio y el anuncio 
de que en adelante el matrimonio será un signo 
eficaz de la presencia de Cristo. 
 
1614 En su predicación, Jesús enseñó sin am-
bigüedad el sentido original de la unión del hom-
bre y la mujer, tal como el Creador la quiso al 
comienzo: la autorización, dada por Moisés, de 
repudiar a su mujer era una concesión a la du-
reza del corazón; la unión matrimonial del hom-
bre y la mujer es indisoluble: Dios mismo la esta-
bleció: "lo que Dios unió, que no lo separe el 
hombre". 
 

1615 Esta insistencia, inequívoca, en la indiso-
lubilidad del vínculo matrimonial pudo causar 
perplejidad y aparecer como una exigencia irreal-
izable. Sin embargo, Jesús no impuso a los es-
posos una carga imposible de llevar y demasiado 
pesada, más pesada que la Ley de Moisés. 
Viniendo para restablecer el orden inicial de la 
creación perturbado por el pecado, da la fuerza y 
la gracia para vivir el matrimonio en la dimensión 
nueva del Reino de Dios. Siguiendo a Cristo, re-
nunciando a sí mismos, tomando sobre sí sus 
cruces, los esposos podrán "comprender" el sen-
tido original del matrimonio y vivirlo con la ayuda 
de Cristo. Esta gracia del Matrimonio cristiano es 
un fruto de la Cruz de Cristo, fuente de toda la 
vida cristiana. 
 

1616 Es lo que el apóstol Pablo da a entender 
diciendo: "Maridos, amad a vuestras mujeres co-
mo Cristo amó a la Iglesia y se entregó a sí mis-
mo por ella, para santificarla", y añadiendo ense-
guida: «"Por eso dejará el hombre a su padre y a 
su madre y se unirá a su mujer, y los dos se ha-
rán una sola carne". Gran misterio es éste, lo di-
go respecto a Cristo y a la Iglesia».
