| express my sincere thanks to the parishioners, and especially to Rev.Fr. John Carillo for
inviting me to talk about our mission in Africa on September 24 and 25, 2022.

| am Fr. Benni Pengiparambil CMI, a Carmelite religious priest from India. | work as a pastor
in the Archdiocese of Louisville, Kentucky. The name of my religious congregation is
Carmelites of Mary Immaculate [CMI]. CMI congregation is the first and the largest religious
congregation for men in Asia having more than 2200 priests and more than 800 seminarians
in various parts of the world. Our religious order was founded in India in 1831 by Saint
Kuriakose Elias Chavara. There are 15 provinces in our religious order now.

Our dedicated and committed CMI missionary priests are working in 32 countries. The Holy
See has entrusted six Mission Dioceses in India. The missionary apostolate of the
Congregation is extended to Africa, (Kenya from the year 1981, Madagascar from the year
1987, Tanzania, Ghana, South Africa, Uganda and Namibia), Europe, North and South
America, Australia and Southeast Asia. We completed 40 Year of Service in Kenya.

The major areas of our missionary works are, preaching the Word of God, education, and
social work projects for the poor and the oppressed. The next two years of our projects
concentrate more on the children in rural areas, making boarding houses to stay and study,
creating training centers for mentally and physically challenged children, building new
formation houses for our priest candidates, setting health care centers and to provide good
drinking water facilities to rural villages. By the missionary works of our priests in different
parts of the world, each year we can bring more than 8000 people to faith. This is possible
only by your prayers and by the financial support.

Our committed fathers are working hard in the Vineyard of the Lord. Your support will help
the works of our missionaries and training of the Kenyan seminarians.
