Fr. John’s Pastoral Corner ...

As much as the Exodus narrative is a lesson of faith,
trust, and obedience of Moses and the Israelites as
they flee from their enslavement in Egypt to
freedom in the Promised Land, there is also
something tragic that should not go unnoticed.
What is tragic in this narrative is that the first
generation who were led out of Egypt by Moses
would ultimately have to wander through the
desert rather than entering the land promised to
them by God until a new generation were born. This
was the generation that saw the awesome signs and
wonders that God performed through Moses such
as the parting of the Red Sea, the pillar of cloud and
tire that lead them out of Egypt into the desert, and
the incredible encounter with God at Sinai. Such
awesome signs and wonders should have convinced
them to put their faith and trust in God, yet they
instead surrendered to their own wants and
appetites. Their grumbling and complaining led
them nowhere. Their obstinacy and lack of faith
tragically barred them from entering the Promised
Land until a new generation was born and took
their place to be the first to enter the land promised
to them by God. Like our forebearers in the desert
of Sinai, we too are on our own Exodus out of

slavery into freedom. We too, similarly, are being
led by Jesus through the shepherds who He works
in and through. Awesome signs and wonders are
regularly done in our midst, most notably the
Eucharist and the Sacraments (visible signs of an
invisible grace). Even miracles happen! Jesus feeds us
with His own Body and Blood as we journey
through this life to the next. He always sustains us
with what we need not necessarily with what we
want. In our Exodus, it is up to each of us whether
we want to move ahead or go backward.

In the Gospel this Sunday, the crowds ask Jesus
“What can we do to accomplish the works of God?”
His answer is key, “This is the work of God, that
you believe in the one he sent.” Believing means to
surrender ourselves completely to the One who
loves us the most. To attain freedom and salvation
is to place everything: our hopes, fears, trust, even
our littleness into the hands of Jesus. Pope Francis
beautifully illustrates this surrender with these
words: “Jesus satiates not only material hunger, but
the most profound one, the hunger for the meaning
of life, the hunger for God. Before the suffering,
loneliness, poverty and difficulties of so many
people, what can we ourselves do? Complaining
doesn’t resolve anything, but we can offer the little
that we have, like the lad in the Gospel. We surely
have a few hours of time, certain talents, some
skills.... Who among us doesn’t have “five loaves
and two fish” of his own? We all have them! If we
are willing to place them in the Lord’s hands, they
will be enough to bring about a little more love,
peace, justice and especially joy in the world. How
necessary joy is in the world! God is capable of
multiplying our small acts of solidarity and
allowing us to share in His gift” (Angelus, July 26,
2015).
