The Solemnity of the
EPIPHANY OF THE
LORD

Fr. John’s Pastoral Corner...

We begin this New Year with the Solemnity of the
Epiphany of the Lord in which we contemplate and
encounter the epiphanies of the Lord in three
magnificent ways: the star led the Magi to the crib;
today water was changed into wine at the wedding
feast of Cana; and John baptizes Jesus in the Jordan.
All three events in the life of Jesus manifested the
majesty and divinity of the newborn Savior. This
special feast during this Christmas Season speaks
about the critical role that prayer and worship have in
our Christian Life. It is my prayer for that our parish
fosters together this culture of prayer specifically
around the Sunday celebration of the Eucharist.

In a homily two years ago on this feast of the
Epiphany (prior to the pandemic) Pope Francis
acknowledged the role that worship serves in our
lives, something we must reclaim at the beginning of
this New Year:

“As we begin the New Year, may we discover anew
that faith demands worship. If we can fall on our
knees before Jesus, we will overcome the temptation
to set off on our own path. For worship involves
making an exodus from the greatest form of bondage:
slavery to oneself. Worship means putting the Lord at
the center, not ourselves. It means giving things their
rightful place, and giving the first place to God.
Worship means making God’s plan more important
than our personal time, our entitlements and our
spaces. It is to accept the teaching of Scripture: “You
shall worship the Lord your God”

Rincon Pastoral del P. John ...

Comenzamos este Afilo Nuevo con la Solemnidad de
la Epifania del Sefior en la que contemplamos y
encontramos las epifanias del Sefor de tres maneras
magnificas: la estrella llevo a los Reyes Magos al
pesebre; hoy el agua se transformo en vino en la fiesta
de bodas de Can4; y Juan bautiza a Jesus en el Jordan.
Los tres eventos en la vida de Jesus manifestaron la
majestad y la divinidad del Salvador recién nacido.
Esta fiesta especial durante esta temporada navidena
habla sobre el papel critico que la oraciéon y la
adoracion tienen en nuestra vida cristiana. Es mi
oracion para que nuestra parroquia fomente juntos esta
cultura de oracion especificamente en torno a la
celebracion dominical de la Eucaristia.

En una homilia hace dos afios en esta fiesta de la
Epifania (antes de la pandemia) el Papa Francisco
reconocio el papel que el culto sirve en nuestras vidas,
algo que debemos reclamar al comienzo de este Afio
Nuevo:

"Al comenzar el Afio Nuevo, que descubramos de
nuevo que la fe exige adoracion. Si podemos caer de
rodillas ante Jesus, venceremos la tentacion de
emprender nuestro propio camino. Porque la
adoracion implica hacer un éxodo de la forma mas
grande de esclavitud: la esclavitud a uno mismo.
Adorar significa poner al Sefor en el centro, no a
nosotros mismos. Significa dar a las cosas el lugar que
les corresponde, y dar el primer lugar a Dios. Adorar
significa hacer que el plan de Dios sea mas importante
que nuestro tiempo personal, nuestros derechos y
nuestros espacios. Es aceptar la ensefianza de la
Escritura: "Adoraras al Sefior tu Dios"




Father John’s corner continued

(Mt 4:10). Your God: worship means realizing that
you and God belong together to one another. It
means being able to speak to him freely and
intimately. It means bringing our lives to him and
letting him enter into them. It means letting his
consolation come down to earth. Worship means
discovering that, in order to pray, it is enough to say:
“My Lord and my God!”, and to let ourselves be
pervaded by his tender love.

Worship means going to Jesus without a list of
petitions, but with one request alone: to abide with
him. It is about discovering that joy and peace
increase with praise and thanksgiving. In worship,
we allow Jesus to heal and change us. In worship,
we make it possible for the Lord to transform us by
his love, to kindle light amid our darkness, to grant
us strength in weakness and courage amid trials.
Worship means concentrating on what is essential:
ridding ourselves of useless things and addictions
that anaesthetize the heart and confound the mind. In
worship, we learn to reject what should not be
worshiped: the god of money, the god of
consumerism, the god of pleasure, the god of
success, the god of self. Worship means bending low
before the Most High and to discover in his presence
that life’s greatness does not consist in having, but
in loving. Worship means recognizing that we are all
brothers and sisters before the mystery of a love that
bridges every distance: it is to encounter goodness at
the source; it is to find in the God of closeness the
courage to draw near to others. Worship means
knowing how to be silent in the presence of the
divine Word, and learning to use words that do not
wound but console.

Worship is an act of love that changes our lives. It is
to do what the Magi did. To bring gold to the Lord
and to tell him that nothing is more precious than he
is. To offer him incense and to tell him that only in
union with him can our lives rise up to heaven. To
present him with myrrh, balm for the bruised and
wounded, and to promise him that we will aid our
marginalized and suffering neighbors, in whom he
himself is present. We usually know how to pray —
we ask the Lord, we thank him — but the Church
must move forward in her prayer of worship; we
must grow in worshiping. This is wisdom that we
must learn each day. Praying by worshiping: the
prayer of worship” (Pope Francis, Homily for the
Epiphany of the Lord, January 6, 2020).

El rincon del Padre Juan

(Mt 4:10). Tu Dios: adorar significa darse cuenta de
que tu y Dios pertenecen juntos el uno al otro.
Significa poder hablarle libre e intimamente.
Significa traer nuestras vidas a ¢l y dejar que ¢l entre
en ellas. Significa dejar que su consuelo baje a la
tierra. Adorar significa descubrir que, para orar, basta
con decir: "{Mi Sefor y mi Dios!", y dejarnos
impregnar por su tierno amor.

Adorar significa ir a Jesus sin una lista de peticiones,
pero con una sola peticion: permanecer con él. Se
trata de descubrir que la alegria y la paz aumentan
con la alabanza y la accion de gracias. En la
adoracion, permitimos que Jesus nos sane y nos
cambie. En la adoracion, hacemos posible que el
Sefor nos transforme por su amor, que encienda la
luz en medio de nuestras tinieblas, que nos conceda
fortaleza en la debilidad y coraje en medio de las
pruebas. Adorar significa concentrarse en lo que es
esencial: librarnos de cosas inutiles y adicciones que
anestesian el corazon y confunden la mente. En la
adoracion, aprendemos a rechazar lo que no debe ser
adorado: el dios del dinero, el dios del consumismo,
el dios del placer, el dios del éxito, el dios del yo.
Adorar significa inclinarse ante el Altisimo y
descubrir en su presencia que la grandeza de la vida
no consiste en tener, sino en amar. Adorar significa
reconocer que todos somos hermanos y hermanas
ante el misterio de un amor que salva todas las
distancias: es encontrar la bondad en la fuente; es
encontrar en el Dios de la cercania el coraje de
acercarse a los demds. Adorar significa saber guardar
silencio en presencia de la Palabra divina, y aprender
a usar palabras que no hieren sino que consuelan.

La adoracion es un acto de amor que cambia nuestras
vidas. Es hacer lo que hicieron los Reyes Magos.
Llevar oro al Sefior y decirle que nada es mas
precioso que ¢l. Ofrecerle incienso y decirle que sélo
en union con €l pueden nuestras vidas elevarse al
cielo. Presentarle mirra, balsamo para los magullados
y heridos, y prometerle que ayudaremos a nuestros
vecinos marginados y sufrientes, en los que ¢l mismo
esta presente. Por lo general, sabemos orar —le
pedimos al Sefior, le damos gracias—, pero la Iglesia
debe avanzar en su oracion de adoracion; debemos
crecer en la adoracion. Esta es la sabiduria que
debemos aprender cada dia. Orar adorando: la
oracion de adoracion” (Papa Francisco, Homilia para
la Epifania del Sefior, 6 de enero de 2020).

The Courage of an American Pastor

Courage usually requires sitting down with someone,
face to face, and loving them enough to tell them the
truth. There is no guarantee that it will go well, but there
is a guarantee that it will be uncomfortable. Which is
probably why so many leaders, pastors included, avoid
those situations. But that is a guarantee that nothing will
change. Change requires courage. And trust in God.

One more example? A pastor knows that his staff
members are afraid to challenge him because he has been
ill-tempered about their concerns or suggestions in the
past. He has heard indirect complaints about it. And he
can tell that people are uneasy with him, just by being
with them during a meeting. It takes courage for that
pastor to sit down with them and admit that he needs to
change, and that he wants to listen to and act upon the
good ideas of the people he works with.

What is he afraid of? Awkwardness and discomfort.
That is understandable. It will certainly be a little
awkward and uncomfortable. But with courage, it will
also be liberating, for him and for everone else. And it
will help his parish.

May God give all pastors the strength and protection they
need to have whatever kind of courage their world is
calling them to have.

Se necesita coraje
para que ese pastor se siente con ellos y admita que
necesita cambiar, y que quiere escuchar y actuar sobre las
buenas ideas de las personas con las que trabaja.

(A qué le teme? Torpeza e incomodidad. Eso es
comprensible. Sin duda sera un poco incomodo e
incomodo. Pero con coraje, también sera liberador, para él
y para cualquier otra persona. Y ayudara a su parroquia.

Que Dios les dé a todos los pastores la fuerza y la
proteccion que necesitan para tener cualquier tipo de
coraje que su mundo los esté llamando a tener.
